•	 No televisions, computers, plastic fans or vacuum cleaners, etc.

•	 Units containing freon will be accepted at no charge

•	 Accepting fluorescent/CFL bulbs, household batteries - household batteries can only be accepted at this collection.
•     All automotive fluids & fuels, hand-held propane cylinders, motor oil, marine & auto flares.
•	 Household cleaners, household pesticides/herbicides/fungicides/insecticides, inhalers & used cooking oil.
•	 All paints, wood stains, aerosols, primers, thinners, strippers, sealers, tars, adhesives and coatings
•     For instructions to dispose of latex paint properly at your home, contact the District’s main office.
•	 Bring in your old mercury thermometer and exchange it for a free digital thermometer.
•     Fluids will not be accepted in containers larger than 5 gallons.
