Dear friends, 

During these summer months, the    
readings in worship all draw our focus 
on the purpose and function of the    
congregation. Iôm using this space to 
write about the basic practices of       
congregational life. Two months ago, I 
wrote about the importance of            
participating in the life and work of the 
congregation. Last month, I wrote about 
how misunderstandings and conflict   
occur naturally when people gather, so 
we must be prepared to encounter that 
and manage it responsibly. 

The third basic practice of                 
congregational life is service. As good 
neighbors to our communities, we give 
of our time, abilities, and resources to 
celebrate what God has done and is    
doing as worshipful service. Embedded 
within our worship service are several 
occasions for us to be of service to     
others. Of course, you might be thinking 
of our collection of offering, and indeed 
the money we gather together goes to the 
function of the congregation. But we   
also serve others through our prayers,  
including every week in the intercessory 
prayers petitions for our neighbors and 
our world as for ourselves. And every 
week, the propers for the day (the       
appointed prayer of the day and       
readings) remind us that the call to     
follow Jesus is also a call to create peace 
in the world among our neighborhoods, 
communities, and entire world. 

 

 

 

 

Along with these consistent practices, 
we also have several ongoing service 
projects. We collect food for The River 
Food Pantry in the basket right by the 
front door. And we gather completed or 
partial Birthday Bags that we donate to 
the food pantry as well. Our quilters 
group continues to work on quilts for 
Lutheran World Relief. And portions of 
our offerings go to Mission Support to 
the Synod and Churchwide, as well as 
Lutherdale camp. The Endowment  
Committee has also been using some of 
its earnings to donate to other causes and 
agencies as a benevolent arm of the  
congregation. 

One of my goals through this summer 
and this entire year has been to build up 
more relationships with nearby          
congregations and help us engage in 
more regular ministries and services. 
One thing that we know is that focusing 
on our missional identity is key for the 
life and well-being of a congregation. 
After all, we are a people on a mission 
from God to be part of Godôs saving 
work. As that old, favorite hymn goes, 
ñThey will know we are Christians by 
our love.ò 

We will have ample opportunities to 
show our love this year, the love we 
have in us through Godôs Spirit, who 
calls us and gathers us and empowers us 
to be the people of God.
