The program grew from  9 kids at  the 
first practice in 2013 to 65 signed up for our 2015 program.  In 
addition,  we are started a new, free program with the Boys and 
Girls Club of Green Bay.  There are over 40 kids in this program,  
allowing  us to deliver the benefits of rugby to an entirely new 
group of young people.
