                     Regular Meeting

Call to Order:  George Nelson called the meeting to order at 6:30 P.M.

Pledge of Allegiance:  Pledge was recited
Roll Call:  Scott Knowles was absent
Agenda Changes: None
Approval of the Agenda: (13-11/21-01) A motion was made by Paul V. Hansen, Jr., to accept the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by William Fisher.  The motion carried unanimously.

Approval of the Minutes: (13-11/21-02) A motion was made by William Fisher, to approve the Minutes from the November 7, 2013 as presented.  The motion was seconded by Paul V. Hansen, Jr. The motion carried unanimously.
Treasurer's Report: Seth announced that he had reviewed both accounts payable warrants and they appear to be in order.  William Fisher asked what the payment of $500.00 to Capital City Bank was for and Linda explained that it was a document processing fee for the line of credit. 
(13-11/21-03) A motion was made by William Fisher to approve the Accounts Payable in the amount of $16,962.34 as presented. The motion was seconded by Paul V. Hansen, Jr. The motion carried unanimously.  Seth reviewed the financial statements for the month of October. 
Engineers Report:  Scott submitted a written report by email to the board.
Regular Meeting Items:  
1. Resurfacing-APAC quote.  Mike submitted the quote provided by APAC for $192,533.30 for resurfacing of a portion of West Deep Creek.  Seth stated the funds were available if the BOS wanted to spend over half of those funds in the beginning of the fiscal year.  George Nelson suggested that we wait until next year so we could accumulate more money.  Mike mentioned he could buy sealer for the bad sections that would keep the water for causing more damage.  Mike also discussed the other quote from APAC to re-mill some of the rap roads.  None of our roads are in need at this time, but he wanted to get an idea of what the cost would be.  The BOS agreed to not do any resurfacing this year and move it to next year's schedule.  Mike and Linda will update the five year plan.
2. SJC lots swap.  Linda brought the BOS up to date on her communication with the Property Management department of SJC.  The proposal to swap the 3 SJC lots for the Nikolich lot at Oliver Park will be submitted to the County Commissioners at their January meeting.  

Attorney Report: Rusty discussed his conversation with Linda regarding the donation of a lot on Delgado.  They decided to wait to get the documents stating the lot has a clear title rather than to do a title search and save the District the expense.  Linda is waiting to hear back from the owner.
District Administrator Report: Linda submitted her written report to the board of supervisors. Linda made the BOS aware that in December she will be bringing the distribution figures for the MassMutual (401K) plan and will have to submit the compliance documents.  Also, that she will be doing the W2's and the1099 as required for year end 2013.
District Foreman Report:  Submitted his report to the board. A lengthy discussion on Amos followed.  Mike stated he had observed Wesley Smith working on some culverts that may impact our drainage later, but wanted the BOS to be aware of the situation.

Bill Fisher - Asked if widows could receive a reduction in their assessment taxes.  Rusty explained that the District has no control over reducing individual assessment, but she could contact the County Tax office or possibly a private agency for assistant.
Paul V. Hansen, Jr., - Mr. Hansen has downloaded some web site activity counters and after he reviews them he will up load them to the District's web site.  The BOS gave Mr. Hansen consent to actively look at different phone services to save the District money.
