DESCRIPTION:  Great looking and per-

forming target recurve. The Hawaiian 

has more wood in its long maple and 

walnut riser than just about any tradition-

al bow ever made. It is stable and 

smooth. Riser has been refinished.  No 

delamination; no cracks; limbs are 

straight. Nice tip overlays in good condi-

tion.  There was a small piece of the 

face tip overlay missing that was re-

placed (see pic). No drilled holes except 

for one filled hole towards the top of the 

riser (see pic). No chips, dings or cracks. 

No stress lines or crazing.  A few 

scratches and scuffs on the limbs. The 

limbs have the usual “yellowing”, with a 

blend of “yellowed” and white limbs. 

Overall, this is a really nice show piece 

bow in excellent condition for its age.  

Priced at $80 in 1964, that would trans-

late to $659.00 in 2019 inflation-adjusted 

dollars.
