WE ARE MADE IN GOD’S IMAGE 
 

The faithful scribe only asks Jesus, “Which is the first 

of all the commandments?” (Mark 

12:28).  He gets more than he bar-

gained for, as Jesus gives him two.  

Seen from God’s perspective, the 

pairing makes perfect sense.  The 

human race was created in the image and likeness of 

God.  Indeed, human race was created from the love of 

God.  So from the divine perspective, everyone is wor-

thy of love.  Everyone was made in God’s image.  

Everyone was made from God’s love.  Viewing it from 

this perspective, we realize how the second command-

ment flows logically from the first. 
 

We also know that God is in every one of us.  If we are 

to look keenly, the face of Jesus is visible in every-

one’s face.  The Holy Spirit dwells within us.  Thus, 

loving our neighbor is loving God.   And we know 

from the parable of the Good Samaritan what God is 

asking of us when we are told to love our neighbor. 
 

The scribe immediately understood why Jesus includ-

ed the second command-

ment with the first.  He 

recalls the words o Hosea, 

“For it is love that I desire, 

not sacrifice” (Hosea 6:6) 

when restating Jesus’ 

words.  This is why Jesus 

tells him, “You are not far from the kingdom of God”, 

understood the reasoning behind the answer, and ex-

pressed the expectation of putting it into action.  Un-

fortunately, we never find out what this anonymous 

scribe goes on to do.  One hopes that he lived the rest 

of his life according to what he has learned.
