STEPS 
TO BECOMING A 
HOME RULE CITY5

The City of Aubrey is currently a General Law City governed 
by the laws of the State of Texas. Because the City has 
grown to over 5,000 in population, the Texas Constitution 
allows the City to establish its own rules for municipal 
government by adopting a Home Rule Charter. The City 
would still be subject to statutory and Constitutional 
constraints, but the powers available to the City through 
the Charter would be greatly expanded up to the limits set 
in the Charter, not by State law.

As communities grow 
the Home Rule Charter 
provides the flexibility to 
address the complexity of 
local government. The vast 
majority of Texas cities that 
have reached the 5,000 
population threshold have 
elected to pursue their own 
Home Rule Charter rather 
than to remain a General 
Law City.

Once a Charter is adopted, 
the citizens retain control 
over the Charter through 
the amendment process. 
This ensures the citizens 
are always in a position 
to determine the form, 
power, and authority of 
their City government.
