Twenty-Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: Matthew 21:28-32

Action speaks louder than Words

Christ in today’s Gospel used the parable of a man with two sons to teach his disciples that action speaks
louder than words. There are many other verses of the scripture that allude to this fact. As Christ says: “ Not
everyone who says to me, 'Lord, Lord,' will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only the one who does the will
of my Father who is in heaven” (Matthew 7:21). Also in his letter Saint James holds that: “ faith by itself, if it
does not have works, is dead” (James 2:16). The words of God in these two verses of the bible and in today’s
Gospel show that in many instances God pays more attention to our actions than our words. Thus, in today’s
Gospel parable, the man with two sons can be referred to as Christ/the Lord, and the two sons stand as the
children of God, you and I. In this context, the first son who said no to his father’s request to work in his
father’s vineyard but later did the work represents any one who first said no to the will of God but eventually
repented and went on to do the will of God. Then the second son who said yes to his father’s request but did
not do the work represents any one who shows his or her faith only in words and not in action.

With this parable Christ vilified/disparaged the Jews whose self-righteousness do not reflect a true conversion
and practical faith, and he complimented the sinners who after giving his message a second thought got
converted and demonstrated their faith in their actions and good works. Thus he told them: “Amen I say to
you, tax collectors and prostitutes are entering the kingdom of God before you,” because when John preached
to you, you didn’t believe him but they do (Matthew 21:31-32). Today’s message challenges us to reflect on
our practice of faith. As Saint Paul advised us in today’s second reading it is only by participation in the spirit
and brotherly love that we can show we really believe in God. Thus he instructed the Philippians that they
should not practice their Christianity “out of selfishness and vainglory;” rather they should humbly regard
others as more important than themselves, “each looking out not only for his own interest, but also for those of
others”. It is true that we are called to live out our faith in our words and deeds, but Christ encourages us in
today’s Gospel to show our faith more in our actions than in our words as he himself preached his faith and
won many to himself by his deeds more than by his words.

Father Sam’s Corner
Vigésimo Sexto Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Evangelio: Mateo 21:28-32

Las acciones hablan mas que las palabras

Cristo en el evangelio de hoy us6 la parabola de un hombre con dos hijos para ensefar a sus discipulos que la
accion habla mas que las palabras. Hay muchos otros versiculos de la escritura que aluden a este hecho. Como
dice Cristo: “No todo el que me dice: Sefor, Sefior, entrard en el reino de los cielos, sino el que hace la
voluntad de mi Padre que esta en los cielos” (Mateo 7:21). También en su carta Santiago sostiene que: “la fe
en si misma, si no tiene obras, estd muerta” (Santiago 2, 16). Las palabras de Dios en estos dos versiculos de
la Biblia y en el Evangelio de hoy muestran que en muchos casos Dios presta mas atencion a nuestras acciones
que a nuestras palabras. Por lo tanto, en la parabola del Evangelio de hoy, el hombre con dos hijos puede ser
referido como Cristo / el Sefor, y los dos hijos son los hijos de Dios, tu y yo. En este contexto, el primer hijo
que dijo que no a las palabras de su padre. solicito trabajar en la vifia de su padre, pero luego el trabajo
representa a cualquiera que primero dijo que no a la voluntad de Dios, pero finalmente se arrepintio y pasé a
hacer la voluntad de Dios. Luego, el segundo hijo que dijo que si a la solicitud de su padre pero que no hizo el
trabajo representa a cualquiera que muestre su fe solo en palabras y no en acciones.

Con esta parabola, Cristo vilipendié / menospreci6 a los judios cuya justicia propia no refleja una verdadera
conversion y fe practica, y felicit6 a los pecadores que después de dar su mensaje un segundo pensamiento se
convirtieron y demostraron su fe en sus acciones y buenas obras. Asi les dijo: “En verdad os digo que los
publicanos y las prostitutas estdn entrando en el reino de Dios antes que vosotros”, porque cuando Juan os
predico, no le creisteis, pero ellos lo hicieron (Mateo 21: 31-32). . El mensaje de hoy nos desafia a reflexionar
sobre nuestra practica de la fe. Como san Pablo nos aconsej6 en la segunda lectura de hoy, es s6lo
participando en el espiritu y el amor fraternal que podemos demostrar que realmente creemos en Dios. Por
eso, instruyo a los filipenses que no debian practicar su cristianismo "por egoismo y vanagloria"; més bien,
deberian considerar humildemente a los demas como mas importantes que ellos mismos, “cada uno velando
no solo por sus propios intereses, sino también por los de los demds”. Es cierto que estamos llamados a vivir
nuestra fe en nuestras palabras y obras, pero Cristo nos anima en el Evangelio de hoy a mostrar nuestra fe mas
en nuestras acciones que en nuestras palabras, ya que ¢l mismo predicé su fe y gandé muchos para si mismo
por su hechos mas que por sus palabras.
