	   If the monetary penalties provided for in this Deposit Schedule conflict with the monetary penalties as set forth in the 

	Village of Arlington Code of Ordinances, the monetary penalties as set forth in the Deposit Schedule shall control.

	   If the monetary penalties set forth in this Deposit Schedule exceed the forfeitures pursuant to State Statutes, the

	maximum deposit as required by the Statute shall be the deposit amount.
