I. Colonies

a. There are three sets of colonies

b. Southern: Virginia, Maryland, North Carolina, South Carolina, Georgia

c. New England: Massachusetts, Rhode Island, Connecticut, New Hampshire
d. Middle: New York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Delaware 
II. Early Colonies
a. Roanoke

i. Was the first colony established  by England

ii. Sir Walter Raleigh 

iii. Settled in the Virginia Colony 

iv. This was known as the “Lost Colony”

b. Jamestown, Virginia

i. 150 settlers, led by John Smith landed in the new city of Jamestown 1607

c. Problems in the colony

i. The men that went to the colony had no labor skills 

ii. Located near a marsh infested with diseased mosquitoes

iii. Starvation 

iv. John Smith enlisted the help of the Indians
v. They helped the English develop skills
d. Jamestown: the Second Settlement
i. John Rolfe began to grow tobacco in 1610

ii. Tobacco, or “brown gold,” would become extremely valuable

New labor systems 

iii. headright system: anyone who paid for passage to Virginia received 50 acres of land. 

iv. indentured servants: contract where the servant received passage to North America, food and shelter in return for seven years of labor

v. Africans began to arrive in the colony in 1619
e. Virginia and it’s Problems 
i. Virginia House of Burgess was formed in 1619

ii. It was the first elected legislative body in the New World

iii. Bloody clashes broke out between the natives and the settlers

iv. The governor, William Berkley, refused to act against the natives

f. Bacon’s Rebellion
i. Nathaniel Bacon: stood up for poor frontier farmers

ii. Raised an army to attack the natives surrounding the frontier 

iii. This was declared illegal

iv. Bacon forced Berkley to flea Jamestown

v. Bacon died soon after and Berkley restored order

vi. nothing changed for the frontier farmers

They eat rats, boil shoe leather, a man salted and ate his wife
