Congrats to Dan Price for his week 19 win with #26.  It is Dan's sixth win overall and fourth with #26.  The win moves Dan into a 18th place tie for all time wins.

A quarter of the way into the season and we have our 1st multiple winner.  Jim Petronchak hits again but with #35.  This is Jim's 8th win overall and moves him 
into a four-way tie for 8th place.

Two weeks into the drawings and perhaps there is a theme to the winning #s already.  Greg Cavallo hits with #90 in week 2, which is only his 3rd win in his 
career.
