Call Report – BC Klinefelter gave an update on calls for 2024.  We have responded to 166 calls year to date.  
New Business:  
Resolution 24-256 – Commissioner Pidduck moved to approved resolution 24-256, to borrow $300,000 from PNC to purchase a tender.  Commissioner Anderson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
New Engine – There was a lengthy discussion about the Pierce Saber Pumper.  The chief talked about the various options, pricing and possible discounts.  Commissioner Anderson did not want to spend the extra money for airbags and Commissioner Hudson stated he would like to revisit the option after the truck committee makes their recommendation.  Commissioner Pidduck made a motion to approve the purchase of the Pierce pumper per the contract dated June 10th.  Commissioner Anderson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Chief’s Report:   
· Chief Berg has been contacting other departments to see if they would like to make an offer on our tender.  He is also going to reach out to the Skagit Fire Chief’s Association.  If he lists it with Brindlee Mountain, they charge 7% of the sell price.
· The Association voted to spend $33,000 to outfit the new tender.  The District will need to purchase hose, nozzles and lettering.

· Chief Berg is working with a homeowner on Little Mountain to do a training house fire in July.  He still needs to get approval from the fire marshal.

Assistant Chief/Battalion Chief Report: 
· Burn Ban starts June 15th.
· Lieutenant R. Berg wants to start doing EMS trainings on Thursday evenings.

· Training for wildland fires is completed. 

· The CISM team is taking a break over the summer.
