PRAYER TO THE HOLY SPIRIT

Come, Holy Spirit, fill my heart with Your holy
gifts. Let my weakness be penetrated with Your
strength this very day that | may fulfill all the
duties of my state conscientiously, that | may do
what is right and just.

SYMBOLS OF THE HOLY SPIRIT

Water: The symbolism of water signifies the Holy Spirit's
action in Baptism, since after the invocation of the Holy
Spirit it becomes the efficacious sacramental sign of new
birth.

Anointing: The symbolism of anointing with oil also
signifies the Holy Spirit, to the point of becoming a
synonym for the Holy Spirit.

Fire: While water signifies birth and the fruitfulness of life
given in the Holy Spirit, fire symbolizes the transforming
energy of the Holy Spirit’s actions.

Cloud and Light: These two images occur together in the
manifestations of the Holy Spirit in both Old and New
Testaments.

The Seal is a symbol close to that of anointing. “The Father
has set His seal” on Christ and also seals us in Him.

The Hand: Jesus heals the sick and blesses little children
by laying hands on them. In His name the apostles will do
the same.

The Finger: “It is by the finger of God that (Jesus) cast out
demons.

The Dove: At the end of the flood, whose symbolism refers
to Baptism, a dove released by Noah returns with a fresh
olive-tree branch in its beak as a sign that the earth was
again habitable.
