Public Hearing: The purpose of this hearing is to set the 2025-26 Tax Assessment and to ensure there are sufficient funds to clearly operate the District. General Fund $300 per acre and CIP $25 per acre for a total of $325 per lot.

Regular Meeting Items:  Adoption of Resolution 2025-26 Tax Assessment at $325 per acre. General fund $300, CIP $25. Bill asked the audience for questions and the CRA/landowners asked why the tax is being increased from last year? A lenghtly discussion occurred with many outbursts of disagreements on the increase and to include the requests for all members of the panel be present at all meetings.  A Motion was made by William Fisher to table the Resolution. Linda explained you can not do that due to time restrains with other government offices, therefore, the Board has two options keep tax the same at $300 per acre or raise it $25.as presented to cover the over budget spending approved by the Board retained from quickbooks. Dave Williams  suggested to obtain the additional money needed elsewhere the from CRA/county. (25-5/15-04) A Motion was made by Leo Venesky to keep the Tax Resolution as it was last year $300 per acre. The motion was seconded by William Fisher. The Motion passed 2-0.

Attorney Report: CRA member asked why Russell was paid $28k a year and doesn’t attend the meetings. Russell explained that he would attend the meetings in person if the Board requests him there and his fee is his retainer fee and the engineer gets paid by the hour to be at the meetings and offered not to attend to cut the Districts cost. 
District Manager Report: Linda submitted her report to the board with no updates..

District Foreman Report: Report was submitted to the board. (25-5/15-05) A Motion was made by Leo Venesky to accept the bid for the sale of the old dump truck for the amount of $30,000.00. The motion was seconded by William Fisher. The Motion passed 2-0.
