Camping permits required within all Garnett 
city parks Camping is permitted in designated 
areas only.  However, special use provisions 
may be granted for groups if requested in   
advance by contacting Garnett City Hall.  
 
The City of Garnett asks that all persons 
camping observe the following rules to ensure 
the optimum camping experience for  
everyone: 
  

♦  No camping unit shall stay at one campsite 

for more than seven (7) consecutive days, and 
upon completion of any camping period in  
excess of five (5) days, the camping unit shall 
not be readmitted to that park until five (5)  
additional days shall have elapsed following 
its departure. 
 
♦  Check-out is at 3:00 p.m. on the scheduled 

date of departure. 
 
♦  No trailer or other camping conveyance or 

any camping equipment shall be left unat-
tended for a period exceeding twenty four (24) 
hours. 
 
♦  Only two (2) camping units can occupy one 

(1) site. For example, one (1) trailer and one 
(1) tent. 
 
♦  All park rules and regulations shall be      

observed and the failure to observe the same 
may form the basis for revoking the camping 
permit issued under this section. 
 
♦  No camping permit shall be issued to any 

person under eighteen (18) years of  age, nor 
shall any camping unit be permitted to remain 
at a campsite unless some person eighteen 
(18) years of age or older is available and   
responsible for it. 

♦  Vehicles are not allowed to be driven or 

parked off paved areas. 
 
♦  Fires allowed only within fire rings. 

 
♦  Quiet hours from 11 p.m. until 7:30 a.m. 

 
♦  Pets are allowed must be on a leash, not 

longer than six feet (6'). Pets shall never be 
left unattended and shall be kept inside the 
camping unit after eleven o'clock (11:00) p.m. 
All dogs and cats must have current rabies 
vaccination and display current collar tags. 
Campers are required to clean up after his or 
her pet. Feces must be removed for park 
cleanliness and health concerns. Any pet   
creating a nuisance, and in the case of a dog 
which is noisy and/or barks continuously, will 
be asked to leave. 
 
♦  No parking in vacant campsites. 

 
♦  ATV’s allowed at Cedar Valley Reservoir 

only (permits required). 
 

♦  State fishing and boating permits required. 

 
♦  No swimming in the lake. 

  
♦  RV dump station available at North Park  

entrance. 
 
♦  Show valid camping permit at the Garnett 

Recreation Center to use shower facilities for 
free.  The recreation center is located at the 
North Lake Park entrance, 510 North Lake 
Road. 
 

In the event of an emergency, please dial 9-1-1. 

 
Camping Permits 
Please pay the “Iron Maiden” at the campsite 
area of your choice. Fill out the information on 
the envelope and drop it in the slot. The      
permit must be displayed on your camping 
unit.

Fireworks 

Fireworks are not permitted within any city 
park except  on the days fireworks may law-
fully be sold at retail in Garnett.  During such 
time fireworks can be fired off  in the North 
Lake Park and Cedar Valley Reservoir from 
8:00 a.m. to 10:00 midnight.  Please note that 
on the evening of the community fireworks 
display in the North Lake Park it is unlawful for 
any fireworks to be fired off other than those 
in the professional community fireworks      
display between the hours of 6:00 p.m. to 
11:00 p.m.  
 
Please consult city ordinance for the list of 
illegal fireworks, and additional laws pertain-
ing to the use of fireworks in Garnett city 
parks. 

The City of Garnett has a Campsite Host     
Program in which volunteers will greet you at 
our North Lake Park campsites.  They are 
there to help guide you with helpful informa-
tion. Please utilize the services the campsite 
hosts provide. They want your experience in 
Garnett to be the best it can be.
