EPISTLE LESSON: Hebrews 1:1-9 (ESV)

Long ago, at many times and in many ways, God spoke to our fathers by
the prophets, but in these last days he has spoken to us by his Son, whom he
appointed the heir of all things, through whom also he created the world.

He is the radiance of the glory of God and the exact imprint of his nature,
and he upholds the universe by the word of his power. After making purification
for sins, he sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high, having become as
much superior to angels as the name he has inherited is more excellent than
theirs.

For to which of the angels did God ever say, “You are my Son, today |
have begotten you”? Or again, “I will be to him a father, and he shall be to me a
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son”? And again, when he brings the firstborn into the world, he says, “Let all
God's angels worship him.” Of the angels he says, “He makes his angels winds,
and his ministers a flame of fire.”

But of the Son he says, “Your throne, O God, is forever and ever, the
scepter of uprightness is the scepter of your kingdom. You have loved
righteousness and hated wickedness; therefore God, your God, has
anointed you with the oil of gladness beyond your companions.”

The Woman at the Well

So he came to a town of Samaria called Sychar, near the field that Jacob
had given to his son Joseph.

Jacob's well was there; so Jesus, wearied as he was from his journey, was
sitting beside the well. It was about the sixth hour.

A woman from Samaria came to draw water. Jesus said to her, “Give me a
drink.” (For his disciples had gone away into the city to buy food.)

The Samaritan woman said to him, “How is it that you, a Jew, ask for a
drink from me, a woman of Samaria?” (For Jews have no dealings with
Samaritans.)

Jesus answered her, “If you knew the gift of God, and who it is that is
saying to you, ‘Give me a drink,” you would have asked him, and he would have
given you living water.”

The woman said to him, “Sir, you have nothing to draw water with, and the
well is deep. Where do you get that living water? Are you greater than our father
Jacob? He gave us the well and drank from it himself, as did his sons and his
livestock.”

Jesus said to her, “Everyone who drinks of this water will be thirsty
again, but whoever drinks of the water that | will give him will never be thirsty
again. The water that | will give him will become in him a spring of water welling
up to eternal life.”
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The woman said to him, “Sir, give me this water, so that | will not be thirsty
or have to come here to draw water.”

Jesus said to her, “Go, call your husband, and come here.”

The woman answered him, “| have no husband.” Jesus said to her, “You
are right in saying, ‘I have no husband’; for you have had five husbands, and the
one you now have is not your husband. What you have said is true.”

The woman said to him, “Sir, | perceive that you are a prophet. Our fathers
worshiped on this mountain, but you say that in Jerusalem is the place where
people ought to worship.”

Jesus said to her, “Woman, believe me, the hour is coming when neither
on this mountain nor in Jerusalem will you worship the Father. You worship what
you do not know; we worship what we know, for salvation is from the Jews. But
the hour is coming, and is now here, when the true worshipers will worship the
Father in spirit and truth, for the Father is seeking such people to worship
him. God is spirit, and those who worship him must worship in spirit and truth.”

The woman said to him, “I know that Messiah is coming (he who is called
Christ). When he comes, he will tell us all things.”

Jesus said to her, “l who speak to you am he.”
This is the Gospel of our Lord.
