   A $25 application fee and $200 materials fee is due, together with a $300 tuition deposit with the 
application. There is no application fee for returning families. The application fee, materials fee and 
tuition deposit are non refundable. Tuition payments are due on the 1st of June, and monthly on the 1st, 
September through May.  
 
 There is a 5% sibling discount on the less expensive class. Westminster Presbyterian Church members 
receive a 10% discount and the application fee is waived.
