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If you are a follower of the Psalm reading pattern of 5 chapters a day you will notice on the 25th day of the month (Ps. 121 – 125) a continual theme in these chapters of “trust” in the Lord.  
The psalms are a poetic and prophetic series of scriptures.  The psalmist records his troubles and prayers and they are very inspirational.  Under the guidance of the Holy Spirit he also wrote passages that have direct connection to Jesus Christ.  
(Psalm 2 – 2nd Advent) 
(Psalm 16:10 – death and burial of Jesus)  
(Psalm 22 – Crucifixion) 
Millennial Reign (Ps. 67; Ps. 68; Ps. 76; Ps. 96; Ps 97 & more). 

The chapters listed above have to do with doctrinal matters and the 5 chapters (121 – 125) have to do with devotional matters.  It has to do with our day to day life.  We live in a world of change and we see it departing from the ways of moral integrity and common sense heading down a dark path of confusion and fear. For details look at news reports (caution: they may cause anxiety and anger). The basic principle in life for a Christian is trust.  It brings hope and confidence.  It brings peace of mind.  It is based upon the promises and power of an eternal almighty God.  
Trust is the way to strengthen the inner man.  
Trust it the way to keep balance in an unstable world.  
Trust is what made David a man after God’s own heart. (Referenced 50 times in the psalms)  
Trust means we are dependent on God. 

The 130 or so times “trust” is used in the Bible many times it is spoken as having confidence in earthly possessions or powers.  The psalmist and proverbs use it in connection with the LORD.  Hezekiah followed their example when he was challenged by foreign troops and God proved Himself to defend Israel because they put their trust in Him.   
Let me furnish here some verses about trust.

Ps 37:3  Trust in the LORD, and do good; so shalt thou dwell in the land, and verily thou shalt be fed.

Ps. 56:3 What time I am afraid, I will trust in thee.

Ps 62:8  Trust in him at all times; ye people, pour out your heart before him: God is a refuge for us. Selah.
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Na 1:7  The LORD is good, a strong hold in the day of trouble; 
and he knoweth them that trust in him.

What Day is it?

Ps 118:24  This is the day which the LORD hath made; we will rejoice and be glad in it.
