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One paradox of master teaching is that it comes across as organic and easy, 
even though it is thoughtfully and carefully crafted. 

Similarly, this model for planning instruction seems quite simple and intuitive, 
but contains the possibility for infinitely complex and rich thinking.

Assessment 
The process of gathering information 

about what students know and can 
do, evaluating the data and then 

determining future actions. 

Strategies 
How the students learn--all the 
activities, questions and tools 

involved in teaching the outcomes.  

 

Music Selection 
Choose well crafted, quality 
literature that fits the unique 

needs of each ensemble. 

 

Outcomes 
What the students will learn--

the skill, knowledge and 
affective goals. 

 

Analysis 
Learn as much as possible 
about the music through 
detailed score study and
