We
request children do not wear costumes which are scary; we need to be mindful that some children may
be frightened by these. The children will also participate in a parade to show off their costumes at the
end of the session!

School Readiness

Readiness for school is in itself an important factor for consideration before starting
school, despite the responsive and adaptable programs that schools provide for children and
the emphasis upon individualizing learning for each child. Readiness is not about schools
just adapting and attempting to meet the needs of children. International research
emphasizes that certain areas of development and maturity are essential for children so
that once at school, they are able to maximize the opportunities provided.

Social and emotional areas are the key areas of development that are most important for
a child in regard to school readiness. This is in contrast to what many people believe
- reading, writing and knowing colours or numbers are NOT readiness indicators.
Some schools may suggest this is necessary, however this is only a reflection of a
particular schools position and not reflective of a child’s readiness for school. The key areas of
social and emotional maturity related to school readiness can be summarised by reviewing
these questions. At kinder does your child .....
e Separates easily from parent / carer at drop off ?
e Independently makes a decision of where they are going to work / play ?
e Self initiates and sustains engagement (6 — 8 minutes), has the skills to solve basic
problems and ask for help from the teachers if needed ?
e Works and plays besides other children ?
e Has basic independence skills (able to put shoes, art smock on, toileting independently) ?
e Sits with the group (e.g. during group time) and remains focused, ask questions and
answer questions from the teachers ?
e Self regulates their emotional responses when they need to do something they don't want
to (e.g. don’t tantrum when it is time to pack up) ?

The importance of these skills related to school readiness is highlighted when one imagines a
class of twenty school children who do not have these skills. The good news is that most
children when they start school have these skills; unfortunately however there will be some
children who start school and do not have these skills. This is why making informed decisions
about children and school readiness is paramount to giving children the opportunity to thrive and
flourish ....not just cope.
