12/30/2017    The Two Major Departure Events 

Expelled from the Promised Land 

The 12 tribes of Israel were chosen by YaHuWaH Elohim to be led out of Egypt and then to Mt. Sinai where Israel agreed to keep covenant with YaHuWaH Elohim. That covenant was written on two tablets of stone and is known as the Ten Commandments. 

The very first article in the covenant stipulated "You shall have no other gods in My face". The tribes of Israel promised to be faithful to YaHuWaH Elohim and not bow to idols and other gods. 

After entering the Promised Land, some of the tribes began to adopt the customs of the peoples they had been commanded to completely exterminate, but didn't. Through the centuries various tribes would turn away from YaHuWaH and worship idols. When they did YaHuWaH would bring judgment upon His people in the form of droughts or attacks from neighboring nations, etc. In their suffering Israel would eventually begin to call upon YaHuWaH again and He would grant them relief as they returned to following His instructions (for a while). The accounts of this often recurring theme of sin and repentance can be found in the books of 1 & 2nd Samuel and 1 & 2nd Kings. 

Eventually the sin situation was judged by YaHuWaH Elohim and the 10 northern tribes were expelled in about 721 BC from the land that was to be their eternal possession. The tribe of Judah was expelled from its land in about 606 BC. Those two departures from the land promised to them forever were ordained of YaHuWaH Elohim because His chosen people refused to follow His instructions. 

The Two Major Departures 

There are two major departure events mentioned in the bible that are related to each other. One occurs at the beginning of the age and another takes place at the end of the age. Both departure events occur for the same reason, man refusing to obey the instruction of YaHuWaH Elohim. The departure at the beginning of the age is prophetic of the one at the end because YaHuWaH declares the end from the beginning. 

Isaiah 46:9 Remember the former things of old: for I am Elohim, and there is none else; I am Elohim, and there is none like Me,
10 Declaring the end from the beginning, and from ancient times the things that are not yet done, saying, My counsel shall stand, and I will do all My pleasure: 

YaHuWaH 's First Instruction
In the beginning of creation an instruction (Torah) was given to the first human by his Creator, YahuWaH Elohim. 

Genesis 2:15 And YaHuWaH Elohim took the man, and put him into the garden of Eden to dress it and to keep it.
16 And YaHuWaH Elohim commanded the man, saying, Of every tree of the garden thou mayest freely eat:
17 But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.

Genesis 3:6 And when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to make one wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave also unto her husband with her; and he did eat. 

The Torah of YaHuWaH was ignored by the first humans. They were deceived into thinking that they had a better idea than their Creator. 

The First Major Departure
Genesis 3:22 And YaHuWaH Elohim said, Behold, the man is become as one of us, to know good and evil: and now, lest he put forth his hand, and take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live for ever:
23 Therefore YaHuWaH Elohim sent him forth from the garden of Eden, to till the ground from whence he was taken.
24 So He drove out the man; and He placed at the east of the garden of Eden Cherubims, and a flaming sword which turned every way, to keep the way of the tree of life. 

Even though the first human was mentally brilliant, naming the animals, he didn't follow

YaHuWaH 's instruction and was subsequently dispatched from His presence. Separation is death, and death is separation. 

YaHuWaH 's Futher Instructions 

Centuries later, YaHuWaH Elohim looked for a man who would trust Him enough to follow His instructions. He found that man in Abram. Abram left his home and became a sojourner, living in tents and traveling at the command of YaHuWaH Elohim. 

The covenant relationship, signified by circumcision, between Abraham and YaHuWaH Elohim continued on to Abraham's descendants down through the centuries. 

After several centuries, Abraham's descendants grew to be a great multitude and were led out of Egypt into the wilderness and to Mt. Sinai by Moses to receive the Ten Commandments and further instructions from YaHuWaH Elohim. 

The Second Major Departure 

Matthew 7:21 Not every one that saith unto Me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of My Father which is in heaven.
22 Many will say to Me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in Thy Name? and in Thy Name have cast out devils? and in Thy Name done many wonderful works?
23 And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from Me, ye that work iniquity. iniquity = Greek - anomia = lawlessness = without law, without Torah 

To "work iniquity" in verse 23 above means to do things without law. Today's Christians continue from week to week in this activity and call it "grace". However, instead of using grace to help them in their quest to turn from idolatry and begin to observe the Torah of YaHuWaH and YaHuShua, Christian Leaders and their followers use grace as an excuse to continue living in sin. 

Sin is not what each person feels in his heart to be sin. Sin is what YaHuWaH Elohim says is sin. You and I don't determine what sin is, YaHuWaH does, and He says that not following His instructions is sin. Adam found out quickly, to his dismay. 

Even though many will do great works in the name of Jesus, they will be ordered to depart from His presence because they didn't follow His laws (His Torah). 

Luke 13:23 Then said one unto Him, Lord, are there few that be saved? And He said unto them,
24 Strive to enter in at the strait gate: for many, I say unto you, will seek to enter in, and shall not be able.
25 When once the Master of the house is risen up, and hath shut to the door, and ye begin to stand without, and to knock at the door, saying, Lord, Lord, open unto us; and He shall answer and say unto you, I know you not whence ye are:
26 Then shall ye begin to say, We have eaten and drunk in thy presence, and thou hast taught in our streets.
27 But He shall say, I tell you, I know you not whence ye are; depart from Me, all ye workers of iniquity. iniquity = Greek - adikia = a deed violating law and justice 
28 There shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth, when ye shall see Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob, and all the prophets, in the kingdom of YaHuWaH , and you yourselves thrust out.
29 And they shall come from the east, and from the west, and from the north, and from the south, and shall sit down in the kingdom of YaHuWaH .
30 And, behold, there are last which shall be first, and there are first which shall be last. 

So much for amazing grace and continuing to do whatever we want to do and expecting everything to be just fine in the end. 

The Rules of the House 

Just as the garden of Eden was the abode of YaHuWaH Elohim, so also is the coming kingdom of YaHuWaH Elohim. 

He makes the rules for those who will live in His house, His protected enclosure. 

The kingdom of YaHuWaH is a dwelling place that has an invisible cohesive structure of laws and instructions formulated by YaHuWaH Elohim Himself to ensure the eternal cultural survival of His society of friends. 

Those who ignore the instructions of YaHuWaH Elohim and His Son YaHuShua and think they have better ideas than than those of our Creator Elohim do so at their own eternal peril as evidenced in the bible verses above. 

The Rejected Christians 

Revelation 22:10 And He saith unto me, Seal not the sayings of the prophecy of this book: for the time is at hand.
11 He that is unjust, let him be unjust still: and he which is filthy, let him be filthy still: and he that is righteous, let him be righteous still: and he that is holy, let him be holy still.
12 And, behold, I come quickly; and My reward is with Me, to give every man according as his work shall be.
13 I am Aleph and Tav, the beginning and the end, the first and the last.
14 Blessed are they that do His commandments, that they may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city.
15 For without are dogs, and sorcerers, and whoremongers, and murderers, and idolaters, and whosoever loveth and maketh a lie.
16 I YaHuShua have sent mine angel to testify unto you these things in the assemblies. I am the root and the offspring of David, and the bright and morning star. 

Most Christians don't know that they are idolaters. They just follow their leaders. If asked, most would probably answer that they'll go to heaven and have ham for dinner on Easter Sunday. 

All that YaHuWaH Elohim wanted was a friend and companion when He created mankind. That's still what He's looking for at the end of the age. Who will be His friend and love Him enough to just follow His instructions?
