CHANGING YOUR ROUTE TO LEAD TO
JESUS

The light of salvation is intended
to attract everyone across the face
of the earth. The passage from
Isaiah we hear today was written

after the Babylonian captivity
when the Chosen People wre allowed to return to Jeru-
salem. At first “your sons and daughters” are invited
(60:4), but then people from Midian, Ephah, and Sheba
are welcomed. These descendants of Abraham had
separated from the Chosen People before they were
held captive in Egypt. In the Gospel, the star that the
magi saw at its rising must have been visible outside
Judea, leading them from foreign lands to the east.
Paul tells the people of Ephesus that “Gentiles are co-
heirs...copartners in the promise in Christ Je-
sus” (Ephesians 3:6). Sal- -
vation is not restricted tow y
one people, one region, or -
one era.

Gold and frankincense are
brought as gifts in both the first reading and the Gos-
pel, but in the Gospel the magi add myrrh. Myrrh is
often used for anointing, but it also could relieve pain
or perfume a body, so we also see it offered to Jesus on
the cross (Mark 15:23) and used to anoint His body in
the tomb (John 19:39). Jesus is both king and victim,
and the gifts He is given reflect both roles.

Like the magi, we also have the opportunity to come
seek the Lord. It is a journey we make throughout our
lives, looking for the Lord’s presence in the world, in
our lives, in ourselves. Like the magi, who return
home a different way, encountering the Lord often
leads us to change course.

QUESTION OF THE WEEK:

How has an encounter with the Lord led me in a new
way? Am I willing to change my route in the future?

THE MEANING OF THE EPIPHANY

The feast of the Epiphany, which was kept in the East and in certain
Western Churches before being observed in Rome, seems to have been
originally a feast of the nativity;, January 6, for those churches where it
was kept, was the equivalent of Christmas (December 25) in the Roman
Church. The feast was introduced at Rome in the second half of the sixth
century and became the complement and, so to say, the crown of the
Christmas festival.

Epiphany means manifestation. What the Church celebrates today is
the manifestation of our Lord to the whole
world; after being made known to the |
shepherds of Bethlehem He is revealed to the
Magi who have come from the East to adore
Him. Christian tradition has seen in the Magi
the first fruits of the Gentiles; they lead in
their wake all the peoples of the earth, and
thus the Epiphany is an affirmation of universal salvation. St. Leo
brings out this point admirably in a sermon, read at Matins, in which
he shows, in the adoration of the Magi the beginnings of Christian
faith, the time when the great mass of the heathen sets off to follow the
star which summons it to seek its Savior. Formerly the Epiphany was
an additional day for solemn baptisms.
