Follow these rules:

• Let others know when you are passing by saying

• This is a carry-in, carry-out trail: NO LITTERING 

• STOP at all road crossings. 

• No horses or motorized vehicles are permitted. 

• Bikes and skaters must yield to walkers. 

• No cutting or removing of vegetation. 

• Do not disturb or feed the wildlife. 

• Park in designated areas. 

• No alcoholic beverages, camping or fires allowed 

on the trail. 

• Keep all animals leashed. Clean up after them.  

• Stay on the trail and please be quiet near resi-

dences. 

• No hunting on the trail.
