a) Iron Belle Trail Land Transaction Agreement ~ Motion to accept the Land Transaction
Agreement/Easement with the MDNR for Phase III and approve the signature of the Chair on the
document was made by Matonich, 27 by Peterson; roll call: Ayes ~ Peterson & Matonich. Abstain ~
D’ Antonio due to business interest in preparing closing documents for this project. Motion passes. Be
it noted that the GCRC is named on this easement for the construction of the trail only with the DNR
named as the responsible party for the ongoing operation and maintenance of said trail.

b) Alternate Use of Gravel Funds for Townships ~ Correspondence was received by John Cox, Wakefield
Township Supervisor requesting to use the amount allotted for gravel placement in Wakefield
Township for other maintenance. Discussion took place and it was felt that this request can be
accommodated.
