Jubilate ​   ​Psalm 100 
Officiant and People 
Be joyful in the Lord, all you lands; serve the Lord with gladness and come before his presence 
with a song. 
Know this: The Lord himself is God; he himself has made us, and we are his; we are his people 
and the sheep of his pasture. 
Enter his gates with thanksgiving; go into his courts with praise; give thanks to him and call 
upon his Name. 
For the Lord is good; his mercy is everlasting; and his faithfulness endures from age to age. 

The Psalm 147 
Officiant: Let us say the psalm responsively by half-verse. 
 
Hallelujah! 
How good it is to sing praises to our God! * 
how pleasant it is to honor him with praise! 
 
The Lord rebuilds Jerusalem; * 
he gathers the exiles of Israel. 
 
He heals the brokenhearted * 
and binds up their wounds. 
 
He counts the number of the stars * 
and calls them all by their names. 
 
Great is our Lord and mighty in power; * 
there is no limit to his wisdom. 
 
The Lord lifts up the lowly, * 
but casts the wicked to the ground. 
 
Sing to the Lord with thanksgiving; * 
make music to our God upon the harp. 
 
He covers the heavens with clouds * 
and prepares rain for the earth; 
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He makes grass to grow upon the mountains * 
and green plants to serve mankind. 
 
He provides food for flocks and herds * 
and for the young ravens when they cry. 
 
He is not impressed by the might of a horse; * 
he has no pleasure in the strength of a man; 
 
But the Lord has pleasure in those who fear him, * 
in those who await his gracious favor. 
 
Worship the Lord, O Jerusalem; * 
praise your God, O Zion; 
 
For he has strengthened the bars of your gates; * 
he has blessed your children within you. 
 
He has established peace on your borders; * 
he satisfies you with the finest wheat. 
 
He sends out his command to the earth, * 
and his word runs very swiftly. 
 
He gives snow like wool; * 
he scatters hoarfrost like ashes. 
 
He scatters his hail like bread crumbs; * 
who can stand against his cold? 
 
He sends forth his word and melts them; * 
he blows with his wind, and the waters flow. 
 
He declares his word to Jacob, * 
his statutes and his judgments to Israel. 
 
He has not done so to any other nation; * 
to them he has not revealed his judgments.

The First Lesson  
Reader: A reading from the book the of Deuteronomy  (26:1-11)  
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When you have come into the land that the Lord your God is giving you as an 
inheritance to possess, and you possess it, and settle in it, you shall take some 
of the first of all the fruit of the ground, which you harvest from the land that 
the Lord your God is giving you, and you shall put it in a basket and go to the 
place that the Lord your God will choose as a dwelling for his name. You shall 
go to the priest who is in office at that time, and say to him, ‘Today I declare to 
the Lord your God that I have come into the land that the Lord swore to our 
ancestors to give us.’ When the priest takes the basket from your hand and sets 
it down before the altar of the Lord your God, you shall make this response 
before the Lord your God: ‘A wandering Aramean was my ancestor; he went 
down into Egypt and lived there as an alien, few in number, and there he 
became a great nation, mighty and populous. When the Egyptians treated us 
harshly and afflicted us, by imposing hard labour on us, we cried to the Lord, 
the God of our ancestors; the Lord heard our voice and saw our affliction, our 
toil, and our oppression. The Lord brought us out of Egypt with a mighty hand 
and an outstretched arm, with a terrifying display of power, and with signs and 
wonders; and he brought us into this place and gave us this land, a land 
flowing with milk and honey. So now I bring the first of the fruit of the ground 
that you, O Lord, have given me.’ You shall set it down before the Lord your 
God and bow down before the Lord your God. Then you, together with the 
Levites and the aliens who reside among you, shall celebrate with all the 
bounty that the Lord your God has given to you and to your house.

The Canticle​  The First Song of Isaiah​  (​Isaiah 12:2‑6) 
Officiant and People  
Surely, it is God who saves me; I will trust in him and not be afraid. 
For the Lord is my stronghold and my sure defense, and he will be my Savior. 
Therefore you shall draw water with rejoicing from the springs of salvation. 
And on that day you shall say, give thanks to the Lord and call upon his Name; 
Make his deeds known among the peoples; see that they remember that his Name is exalted. 
Sing the praises of the Lord, for he has done great things, and this is known in all the world. 
Cry aloud, inhabitants of Zion, ring out your joy, for the great one in the midst of you is the Holy 
One of Israel.

The Second Lesson  
Reader: A reading from the letter to the Ephesians. (1:15-23) 

I have heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus and your love towards all the saints, 
and for this reason I do not cease to give thanks for you as I remember you in 
my prayers. I pray that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, 
may give you a spirit of wisdom and revelation as you come to know him, so 
that, with the eyes of your heart enlightened, you may know what is the hope 
to which he has called you, what are the riches of his glorious inheritance 
among the saints, and what is the immeasurable greatness of his power for us 
who believe, according to the working of his great power. God put this power to 
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work in Christ when he raised him from the dead and seated him at his right 
hand in the heavenly places, far above all rule and authority and power and 
dominion, and above every name that is named, not only in this age but also in 
the age to come. And he has put all things under his feet and has made him the 
head over all things for the church, which is his body, the fullness of him who 
fills all in all.

The Canticle​  The Song of the Redeemed​    (Revelation 15:3-4​) 
Officiant and People  
 ​O ruler of the universe, Lord God, great deeds are they that you have done, * surpassing human 
understanding. 
Your ways are ways of righteousness and truth, * O King of all the ages. 
Who can fail to do you homage, Lord, and sing the praises of your Name? * for you only are the 
holy One. 
All nations will draw near and fall down before you, * because your just and holy works have 
been revealed. 
Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit: * as it was in the beginning, is now, 
and will be for ever. Amen. 
 
The Gospel  
Reader​: A reading from the Gospel of John. (6:26-35) 
  Jesus answered them, ‘Very truly, I tell you, you are looking for me, not because 

you saw signs, but because you ate your fill of the loaves. Do not work for the 
food that perishes, but for the food that endures for eternal life, which the Son of 
Man will give you. For it is on him that God the Father has set his seal.’ Then 
they said to him, ‘What must we do to perform the works of God?’ Jesus 
answered them, ‘This is the work of God, that you believe in him whom he has 
sent.’ So they said to him, ‘What sign are you going to give us then, so that we 
may see it and believe you? What work are you performing? Our ancestors ate 
the manna in the wilderness; as it is written, “He gave them bread from heaven 
to eat.” ’ Then Jesus said to them, ‘Very truly, I tell you, it was not Moses who 
gave you the bread from heaven, but it is my Father who gives you the true bread 
from heaven. For the bread of God is that which comes down from heaven and 
gives life to the world.’ They said to him, ‘Sir, give us this bread always.’ 

 
Jesus said to them, ‘I am the bread of life. Whoever comes to me will never 

be hungry, and whoever believes in me will never be thirsty.

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The Apostle’s Creed
