Entry Requirements- This high school tournament is sponsored and supervised by Beavercreek High School. This tour-
nament will observe the rules and regulations of participation and play of the Ohio High School Athletic Association (OHSAA).  
Participation is open to any 2023-2024 school-sponsored bowling team. NO OUTSIDE FOOD / DRINK MAY BE BROUGHT INTO 
THE BOWLING CENTER.  LADDERS AND STEP STOOLS ARE NOT PERMITTED FOR SPECTATORS. 
 

Due to facility considerations, the maximum number of teams is limited to fifty eight (58) and will be determined based on the date 
the paid entry is received. First come-first serve. Unpaid entries will NOT be accepted by telephone or E-mail.  Tournament man-
agement reserves the right to balance the boys & girls fields with an even number of teams in each gender division for lane as-
signment purposes. Spectator admission of $6.00 will be charged.  Children age 6 & under: N/C. Each team may only admit a 
maximum of 8 uniformed bowlers and two (2) coaches at no charge. A school can enter multiple JV boys or girls teams. 

 

Tournament Format - There are four (4) separate team divisions: varsity boys, varsity girls, JV boys & JV girls.  Five (5) 
participating bowlers per team. Team roster is limited to eight (8) bowlers.  
 

Qualifying Round: All teams will bowl ten (10) Baker games.  All ties for advancing teams will be broken by a 9th-10th frame roll-
off.   Qualifying Round lane assignments will be decided by the tournament manager.  
NOTE: The scores from the Qualifying Round will only be used to determine the teams that advance to the Championship Round. 
The scores from the Qualifying Round do not carry over to the Championship Round.  
 

Championship Round: Advancement: The top 50% of the participating boys varsity and girls varsity teams, based on Qualifying 
Round scores, will advance in their respective divisions to the Championship Round. The top 4 or 6 JV boys and JV girls teams 
(on site determination of the number of advancers depending on field size), will advance to the Championship Round in their re-
spective divisions. Format: Each Championship Round will consist of an “eliminator” format consisting of two (2) Baker games.   
The field will be reduced after each Championship Round until a winner is determined.  The number of advancers after each 
Championship Round will be determined on-site, based on the number of entries. The maximum number of Championship 
Rounds in each varsity division is limited to three (3). The maximum number of Championship Rounds in each JV division will be 
determined on site based on the number of entered teams.  
 

Awards: Medals will be awarded to the top two (2) teams in each division.  Trophies will be awarded to the top varsity 
teams.
