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Privacy & Security Policy of THE AGRA TREASURERS’ Web Site 
Our privacy policy is based on two things: indigence and incompetence. 

–INDIGENCE– 
EB SITES are analogous in many respects to rented real estate: houses, apartments, or buildings. 
One rents a site from a landlord, or “host”. We at THE AGRA TREASURERS rent our Web site 

from a host called, rather whimsically, “Go Daddy® ”. The more monthly “rent” we pay, the more per-
quisites we receive. Since we choose to pay the minimum rent (in keeping with our philosophy of hold-
ing costs down), we receive few perquisites. The Go Daddy Company, our genial host, lets us know how 
many “hits”, or visitors we have had for both the current month and the previous one. (We do keep a 
permanent record of our own.)
