Legal Help for East Tennesseans
with Low Incomes

Some examples of cases we handle are
housing, health care and public benefits,
consumer and community based problems.

We cannot help everyone with every legal
problem. There are some types of cases we do
not handle. Some examples of cases we do not
handle are criminal, fee-generating cases such
as: car accidents in which you want to make
the other person pay for your injuries or the
damage to your car, cases for people in jail and
cases for some people who are not citizens.

Legal Aid of East Tennessee does receive
funding in some communities that allows us to
serve people whose income is over the federal
poverty level.

Even if we cannot represent you directly in a
case, we may be able to tell you where to get
help or give you advice that will help you
handle the case yourself. If you are not sure,
ask us.

Working With Volunteer Attorneys

Legal Aid of East Tennessee also has a
volunteer lawyer program for each county.
Many private lawyers have agreed to help us
provide free legal help to low-income persons
through this program. Your case may be
referred to a volunteer lawyer who will
represent you free of charge through the
volunteer lawyer program.

Who Can Get Help Through Legal Aid of
East Tennessee?

People who are in low-income households can
get free legal help from Legal Aid of East
Tennessee. When you call our office, you will
be asked about your income and the income of
others in your home. Your income must be
under the current poverty guidelines to make
you eligible. If you are within the guidelines,
you will be asked about the type of legal
problem that you have. If it is the type of
problem we can handle, you will be able to talk
to one of our Iaw7ers or paralegals.

Community groups may also get help from
Legal Aid of East Tennessee. If the members
of your group are from low-income
households, we may be able to help you with a
specific legal problem. Also, we may be able
to provide educational talks or programs to tell
you about your legal rights.

How much does legal help cost?

Legal Aid of East Tennessee does not charge
for legal help. You may have to pay court
costs to take a case to court. You may also
have to pay for some other expenses, such as
copies of records and court reporters.
However, you will not be charged for the
lawyer's or paralegal's time or advice.
