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Accidentally Hitting the Ball

The USGA defines a “stroke” as the forward movement of the club with the intention to
strike the ball. Therefore, if a player accidentally hits her ball when making a practice
swing she has not made a stroke.

If this occurs on the tee area the ball is not yet in play and she merely retees with no
penalty. (Rule 6.2b(5)&(6))

If this occurs on the putting green she must simply replace her ball to the original spot
with no penalty. (Rule 13.1d(1))

If this occurs anywhere else, i.e. in a bunker, a penalty area, or in the general area the
ball is already in play. This would not be considered a “stroke” because there was no
intention to hit the ball, but because the ball was in play it incurs a penalty. In this
case, she must replace her ball to the original spot and take a one stroke penalty. If
she plays the ball without replacing it to the original spot it becomes a two stroke
penalty (or loss of hole in match play.) (Rule 9.4)
