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Troubleshooting

NO CONTROL of TV — Confirm pillow speaker is setup for either Zenith or Samsung protocol. Instructions typically included with pillow speaker.

DISTORTED AUDIO - If the audio is distorted, confirm that the connection to the emulator is made to the VARIABLE AUDIO IN jack. Also
confirm that the SubAmp Mode is set to 2, and that the Volume is set to 4 for standalone installation or SubAmp Mode is set to 1, and that the
Volume is set to 3 for HBROWSER applications.

NO VOLUME OR MUTE INDICATOR - Volume and mute button presses are not visible on the TV screen on standalone mode as these
parameters are being controlled outside the TV. But if the installation is on a HBROWSER setup then make sure that the SubAmp Mode is set to 1.

On Standalone mode you should be able to hear the volume increasing, decreasing and muting even without visual displays.

TV WON’T TURN ON WITH PILLOW SPEAKER — Check that Virtual Standby is enabled in the Samsung Hospitality Menu. If Virtual Standby
is not available, use an external power supply to power the HTV Emulator.
