Thank you for participating in the 2018 Desert Storm Street Party!!! This year the staging process 
has changed. Please be sure to read these instructions for complete details.  

1. Determine your booth # (see page 2) of these instructions. #____________ 
2. Determine if your booth number is odd or even. ODD or EVEN (odd is left side of street / 

even is right side) 
3. Then determine your staging time based on your odd or even booth #. Time to check-

in:_______________ 

To stage please be at the staging lot at your allotted time as you can see we are running 10 – 15 
displays up the street every 10 minutes. It is imperative that you show up at your allotted time! 😊😊  

DIRECTIONS to the STAGING LOT: Take Hwy 95, then go NE on Mesquite Ave, Left on Del Rio (DS 
volunteers will be at the corner of Del Rio and Mesquite to help direct traffic). You will be checked 
in via staff and placed in a temporary spot, where a golf cart will then guide you up the staging lot, 
right on Capri Lane then left on McCulloch at that point you will be guided to the left or the right of 
the street based on your number. (SEE PAGE 3 MAP A) Please pay attention to the DS volunteers as 
they will guide you up the street and you should be able to simply pull straight into your spot. (SEE 
PAGE 3 MAP B) 

It is REQUIRED for all Street Party Participants to check- in at staging no matter if you are a 
SPONSOR, PARTICIPANT or VENDOR. If you do not show up at your allotted time you will be 
SKIPPED and then you will have to wait until everyone is staged to get your spot and you may risk 
loss of your space. 

Please come prepared for the Street Party. Once you are on the street you will be parked in your 
allocated spot. If you would like to leave in a vehicle other than what you intend to display and 
come back later to set up your booth, you’re welcome to. The Street Party is open to the public 
from 1:00 PM to 10:00 PM. After the Street Party is staged there will be no vehicle access on 
McCulloch other that EMERGENCY VEHICLES. To get back to your booth you will have to use a side 
street, or adjacent parking lot.  

REMEMBER!!!! You need to provide all your own equipment (lights, tables, chairs, tents, extension 
cords, generators if needed, etc.) It is required by the Fire Marshall that all vendors have their own 
fire extinguisher.
