Mother’s Day Novena Masses:  Sunday, May 12th is 

Mother’s Day.  Our Parish will have a Novena of 

Masses for all our mothers– living and deceased.  The 

Novena of Masses will begin on Sunday, May 12th, and 

will finish on Monday, May 2Oth. 

There are cards and envelopes at the back of the 

church. If you want your mother, mother-in-law, or 

any mother remembered in the Novena of Masses, please fill out the 

envelope with your donation and drop it in the collection basket or 

bring it to the Parish office during the week. 

 

In the Gospel, we see a number of Jesus’ disciples returning 

to their old profession:  fishing.  It is 

noteworthy that they go out at night, and 

that they catch nothing.  Earlier in John’s 

Gospel, Jesus told the disciples, “Night is 

coming, when no one can work.  While I 

am in the world, I am the light of the world” (John 9:4-5).  

That morning at dawn, they did not realize that it was “the 

light of the world” standing on the shore.  They only recog-

nized Him once they realized that He had led them to a 

catch of more fish than they could handle. 

 

 

The religious authorities in the first reading wanted to keep 

the people of Jerusalem in the dark about Jesus.  Peter iden-

tifies with them as believers in God (“the God of our ances-

tors”), but then he stands up to them, accusing them of mur-

der (“you had Him killed” [Acts 5:30]).  The authorities 

ordered them to stop preaching in Jesus’ name, but they did 

not prosecute them.  So in the end the apostles—and many 

others— chose to obey God and continue teaching and 

preaching in the name of the Risen Lord. 

 

 

Earlier in John’s Gospel, Jesus portrays Himself 

as the Good Shepherd, willing to lay down His 

life for His sheep.  Here in the final chapter of His 

Gospel, Jesus tells Peter that he will now be the 

one to shepherd his flock.  Peter will need to tend 

and feed his sheep.  Also like Jesus, Peter will 

end up sacrificing his life for his sheep. 

 

 

QUESTION OF THE WEEK:  Have I failed to recognize 

Jesus standing on the shore in the light of dawn, encourag-

ing me to try it a different way?   How do I respond to a 

kind, empathetic suggestion to change the way I am doing 

things?
