Florida scrub lands. Its name is appropriate, for it 
lives only in Florida scrub, areas of short scrubby 
oaks growing on sandy soil. This habitat occurs 
mostly as isolated pockets, and the jays rarely 
wander away from their own little patch of scrub, 
making them extremely sedentary.

Seen on the Refuge:  gopher tortoise, Southeastern Beach Mouse, 
  West Indian    Manatee, Armadillo, Sea Turtles, Buzzards.  
TURTLES:   Peninsula cooter, chicken turtle, snapping turtle, striped mud 
  turtle and stinkpot. The gopher tortoise is the only truly terrestrial species
SNAKES:  There are over 40 species of snakes on the refuge. eastern indigo 
  snake.  The refuge has several lizard species:  Anoles and skinks
MAMMALS:  Bobcats, otters, manatees, and deer.  Alligators
FISH:  More than 140 species of freshwater and saltwater fish. 
BIRDS:  Birds of prey on Merritt Island NWR are osprey, red-shouldered 
  hawk,   bald eagle, and American kestrel, killdeer, lesser yellowlegs, Wilson's 
  snipe, and ring-billed gull, Wood storks, white pelicans, brown pelicans, little 
  brown herons, white ibis, blue jay, barn swallow, tufted titmouse,  Carolina wren, 
  American robin, pine warbler, little blue heron, white ibis, great egret, great blue 
  heron, white herons. Waterfowl  includes ducks, geese, and swans, wood duck, 
  ring-necked duck and blue-winged teal are commonly found on the refuge.
