Meeting Minutes

June 13, 2022
The meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioners of Skagit County Fire District #9 was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Commissioner Thomson.  The next business meeting is scheduled for Monday, July 11th at 6:00 p.m.  The meeting minutes of May 9th and June 10th were approved as written.  Present were Commissioner Gubrud, Commissioner Thomson, Commissioner McMahan (Zoom), Chief Berg, Assistant Chief Miner, Battalion Chief Klinefelter, Station Captain Zimmerman and Secretary Berg.  Community members Andrea Xaver, Barb Zimmerman (Zoom), Katy Olson, Kendon Light and John Seehorn (Zoom) were also present.  Allen Grenz (Zoom) from Clear Lake was present along with Ivan Lewis and Sven Gilkey from Fire Mountain Boy Scout Camp.
Correspondence:  Community member Kendon Light sent the commissioners two separate letters about our financial statements.  The commissioners had a brief discussion with him about his thoughts and ideas.  He would like to see us purchase something new instead of spending so much money on repairs for the older vehicles we’ve been getting through grants.

Old Business:  

Newsletter – The next newsletter will go out in August or September.
Apparatus Replacement Program – Commissioner McMahan updated the apparatus replacement program with the items that were discussed on Friday.  He added his values based on today’s values.  There was a brief discussion about the spreadsheet.  Commissioner McMahan made a motion to adopt the replacement schedule. Commissioner Gubrud seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.    
Funding Advisory Committee – There was a discussion about the committee and the information sheet Commissioner McMahan created to solicit volunteers to be a part of this committee.  Secretary Berg will post the updated flyer on the website and on Facebook once Commissioner McMahan updates it.   The first meeting will be June 28th.   The commissioners would like to be on the November ballot. 
Chief Contract – The commissioners would like to review and discuss at the next meeting. 
Call Report – Secretary Berg gave an update on the call volume 2022.  We have responded to 125 calls so far this year.  
New Business:  
Boy Scouts – The camp directors came to the meeting to introduce themselves and talk a little about the camp.  They would really like to have a working relationship with the District.  Their goal is to start the conversation to reduce risk and exposure and have a better working relationship with the District and EMS.  Chief Berg and Battalion Chief Klinefelter will meet with them at a later date.
Chief’s Report: 
· Lieutenant Dalton Berg created a list of items that were sold at the garage sale.   The event grossed approximately $3,500 and the items that didn’t sell were donated to Cedardale Fire.  Both station 2 and station 3 are all cleaned up now.  
· Helicopter crew is not here yet but will be soon.  There will only be a three-man crew this year. 
· Seal coating should be done this week, weather dependent.  

· Four fighters went through the red card class the last two weekends.  (It was a 32-hour class).
· Pump testing will be done the end of the month.  

· We still haven’t heard anything about the FEMA radio grant. 

· They are still waiting for tires for several of the apparatus.
Assistant Chief Report:  
· Assistant Chief Miner and Battalion Chief Klinefelter have been sitting down and going over items that need to be transitioned over.  
· He has ordered a new tablet for E-911.  

Battalion Chief Report: 

· Battalion Chief Klinefelter has been working with Firefighter / EMT Erb to take over the medical supply ordering and organizing.  

· Call volume has been down a little which is helpful.  

· PPE has been a little easier to get now.

Good of the Order:  The router for the conference room has been updated and the community room router has been updated thanks to Station Captain Zimmerman and Firefighter Carpentier.
Commissioner McMahan made a motion to approve payroll check #’s 3831-3839 and EFTPS in the amount of $4,102.12 and accounts payable check #s 3840-3865 in the amount of $31,152.36. Commissioner Gubrud seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
