· Celebration of youth and culture

· period of prosperity

· manufacturing, retail trades, transportation, were thriving

· farmers, coal and textiles were not

· the Stock Market allowed people to get rich quick

II. Changes in Urban and Rural Life
a. Agriculture 
· enjoyed prosperity during the war

· farmers expanded farms, bought equipment and land

· prices for goods decreased after WWI

b. Urban life 
· Between 1922 and 1929 people moved to cities 

· New York and Chicago had industries, transportation and a night life

III. Prohibition
· 18th Amendment: banned alcoholic beverages 

· Speakeasies: illegal sale of alcohol took place

· Bootlegging: people smuggled alcohol 

· Organized crime and Al Capone made millions

· 21st Amendment repealed the 18th Amendment

IV. Women in the 1920’s
· New job opportunities in offices, factories, stores and other professions 

· new appliances made life at home easier 

· The flapper 

· an young woman who embraced the new fashions and new trends of the period

V. Changing Times
a. New leisure activities 
· Baseball 

· jazz music 

· movies became popular 

b. Harlem Renaissance

· African-American ideas in art, politics, literature and music flourished 

· Dubois, Langston Hughes, Louis Armstrong were among influential people

· brought self-awareness and respect to black literature
