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Noreen Niazi, one of the three sisters of jailed and 
former Pakistani Prime Minister Imran Khan, 
expressed anguish over the uncertainty looming 
about her brother’s condition in jail, saying that the 
authorities haven’t allowed her and others to meet 
him for over four weeks.
Speaking to ANI, Niazi highlighted the oppression 
faced by the cricketer-turned-politician, claim-
ing that the authorities were deliberately holding 
information about his condition in jail, withholding 
access to reach him.

“We don’t know anything. They are not telling us 
anything, nor are they letting anybody meet him. 
His party’s people went there because they had a 
meeting scheduled, but they were not allowed inside. 
We have not been allowed to meet him for the last 
four weeks. We got to know that news was circulat-
ing in India that he had been killed,” she said.

Niazi lambasted the Pakistani establishment, claim-
ing that police have been given free hand to deal 

with those standing with Imran Khan. Criticising 
the incidents related to police brutality, she said that 
police have been allowed to “beat up” people, includ-
ing children, women, and the elderly, without the 
fear of facing any consequences.
“The police have been ordered to stop us and, I be-
lieve, also permitted to do to us whatever they want. 
This has never happened in Pakistan before. No 
one has ever disrespected women like this, nor has 
anyone been oppressed this way. This is the first time 
in Pakistan that these people have been allowed to 
beat up people like there won’t be any consequences, 
without considering if it’s a child, an elderly person, 
or a woman in front of them. The world is aware of 
what’s happening in Pakistan,” she asserted.
Earlier, Khyber Pakhtunkhwa Chief Minister 
Sohail Afridi on Thursday reached Rawalpindi’s 
Adiala Jail, where Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf 
(PTI) founder Imran Khan and his wife, Bushra 
Bibi, were held in connection with a web of cor-
ruption charges.

US To Review “Every” 
Green Card Of Some 
Nationalities after 

DC shooting

President Donald Trump previously classified 
19 countries as “of Identified Concern,” in-
cluding Afghanistan, the home country of the 
detained suspect in shooting.
The Trump administration announced Thurs-
day that it would review Tthe immigration 
status of every permanent resident or “Green 
Card” holder from Afghanistan and 18 other 
countries following the attack on National 
Guard troops in Washington.

US officials have identified the detained suspect 
in Wednesday’s shooting as an Afghan national 
who previously worked with American forces in 
Afghanistan.

The 29-year-old suspect was granted asylum 
-- not permanent residency -- in April this year, 
according to AfghanEvac, a group that helped 
resettle Afghans in the United States after the 
2021 Taliban takeover.

“I have directed a full scale, rigorous reexami-
nation of every Green Card for every alien from 
every country of concern,” said Joseph Edlow, 
director of the US Customs and Immigration 
Services (USCIS), on X.

When asked to specify to which countries 
Edlow was referring, a USCIS spokesperson 
pointed AFP to President Donald Trump’s June 
executive order classifying 19 countries as “of 
Identified Concern.”
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In one sweeping decision, Mayor-elect Zohran Mamdani has done what crit-
ics say should have happened years ago: he told the political class that City 
Hall is not a retirement home for friends of the last mayor. By asking 179 
Adams-aligned appointees to resign while keeping nonpolitical civil servants 
in place, Mamdani is drawing a bright line between those who serve a person 
and those who serve a city. The stakes are enormous — for the staffers pack-
ing up, for the 70,000 hopefuls knocking on the door, and for a public that’s 
about to find out whether a “clean slate” can finally deliver a government that 
feels like it works for them.

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Dallas principal removed after calling meeting with only Black 
students about their grades: ‘You guys are the reason we are not 

an A school’
The principal at Woodrow Wilson High 
School in Dallas has been removed after she 
held a meeting exclusively with Black stu-
dents to blame them for the school’s academ-
ic reputation.

Principal Chandra Hooper-Barnett called the 
meeting only with Black students discuss the 
school’s recent “B” academic rating, sparking 
outrage among parents.

“He said that Principal Barnett stated that 
those students, the Black students, were the 
reason why the school had a B rating,” Jen-
nifer Bush, the parents of a sophomore at the 
school, told the Dallas Morning News.

Bush told the paper that she was “livid,” 
noting that her son has a 3.5 GPA and is in 
advanced placement and college classes.
“She’s Black as well. You have a historical 
position ... and this is what you do. That’s 
insane,” Bush told the paper.

According to Fox 4 News, the school previ-
ously had a “C” rating, so its academic per-
formance has actually improved over the last 

year. But parents still felt that Black students 
were being blamed for the school’s rating not 
being high.
“The principal stated how [the Black stu-
dents] are the reason for the B rating. And it 
was not like ‘oh you guys helped raise it to a 
B,’ it was ‘you guys are the reason we are not 
an A school,’” Jennifer, a Woodrow Wilson 
parent, told the broadcaster.

The mother said that Barnett needed to be 
removed, as the trust between the school and 
the families had been “broken” by her alleged 
targeting of Black students.

Woodrow Wilson has a student population 
of 2,000, about 6 percent of whom are Black. 
Following the meeting and the blowback, 
Barnett issued a letter to parents taking re-
sponsibility for the incident.

“The decision to hold that meeting and sub-
sequent discussion that transpired was not 
appropriate,” she wrote. “I take full owner-
ship and responsibility for what occurred, 
and I want to assure you that it was never 
my intent to single out or cause harm to any 

group of students.”

On Monday, the Dallas Independent School 
District sent a letter to parents informing 
them that Barnett would no longer serve as 
the principal, and that Danielle Peters would 
take over as interim.

The statement, sent by Dallas ISD Superin-
tendent Stephanie Elizalde, confirmed that 
the meeting Barnett called was not sanc-
tioned by the district. The letter did not 
include details of what actually happened 
during the meeting.

Shalin teased a fan competi-
tion, turning the floor into dance-off. “Biggest Madhuri 
fan?” he challenged. Rita Shah, emerald-clad, nailed 
“Choli Ke Peeche Kya Hai,” hips swaying Kathak-preci-
sion. Judges—Shalin and grinning volunteers—awarded 
applause after tiebreaker stitches. “Contestant number 
one!” Cheers rivaled World Cup. Chaotic, cathartic: fan-
dom as full-body rebellion.

Then, smoke and spotlight. Shalin hushed: “The incompa-
rable, eternal Madhuri Dixit!” Timeless tracks pulsed; she 
emerged ethereal in crimson lehenga flowing like molten 
lava, eyes sparkling with “Dil To Pagal Hai” mischief. Au-
dience rose in adoration wave. Madhuri waved gracefully, 
laughter melodic. “Namaskar! Kaise hain aap sab? Thank 
you for braving the rain,” she said, voice warm embrace of 
Hindi warmth and global poise.

No scripted extravaganza but spontaneity symphony; 
Madhuri communed. Shalin pulled shayari showdown: 
“Kante nahi kat-te hain lamhe intezaar ke,” words fire-
crackers, crowd whoops. Madhuri countered charm, 
stage a mehfil. “Smile secret?” he probed, joking dentists. 
“Genetic—from parents. Brush twice, floss, heart-smile. 
Smile at people; they’ll back. Confidence, beta.”

Night unfolded; Madhuri peeled legend layers. Kathak 
prodigy at three; childhood favorite “Madhuban Mein 
Radhika Nache Re” from Dilip Kumar classic, Kumu Ku-
mari steps. DJ cued; under Naperville lights, she danced—
ghungroo bells temple chimes, feet tracing mandalas. 
Crowd breathless; men teared, school crushes synced. “By 
God!” Shalin gasped, fanning. “How at 58?” “Practice, 
passion, stage home since childhood.”

Anecdotes vintage wine: 1991 US tour mishap in Chi-
cago—heel snapped with Anil Kapoor, barefoot mid-per-
formance. “Anil ji: ‘Utaro do na dusri bhi!’ Danced nange 
paon,” giggle infectious. Screen or stage? “Born stage, 
lived screen. Both heartbeat.” Room nodded; conquered 
“Tezaab” to “Devdas,” legacy fantasy-flesh bridge.

Innovation: Shalin manifested reel, channeling Shah

Shalin donned ghagra 
for “Ghagra Choli,” 
Madhuri’s “gift.” 
“Hero roles nahi, 
heroine bana diya!” 
twirling awkward, 
peals laughter. “Ab 
samajh aaya ladki-
yan itna time kyun 
leti hain?” Skit 
bhel puri: Shalin 
Salman “Didi Tera 
Devar Deewana,” 
Kartik Aaryan 
“Bhool Bhulaiyaa” 
slingshot. “Man-
julika ban raha 
hoon!” Madhuri masterminded, eyes sisterly sabotage.

Fan interactivity soul: “Madfies” selfies democratic disco. 
“They’ve made me,” humble, phone panned: “One, two, 
three—Madhuri!” Diwali flashes, strangers family. Dia-
logue dubbing muted “Pukar,” “Hum Aapke Hain Koun.” 
Madhuri ferocious: “Apni aukaat mein raho, shrimati ji!” 
Howls; fan: “I’d forget lines staring.”

Lyric lessons poetry: “Dil To Pagal Hai” hooks—”Sari sari 
raat jagata hai”—silken voice. Hook steps: “Ek Do Teen” 
claps calorie-count. “Tera ek do teen char...” crowd human 
tabla. “Chane Ke Khet Mein” rural romance; “Dola Re 
Dola” heels, pots balanced head, gasps cheers. “Patas aur 
heels mein cheshta!” Shalin marveled, spun no spill.

Audience spotlights: Prachi Madhuri-tee “Ghar Aaja 
Pardesia” medley, homage innocence. Mother-daughter 
“Mera Piya Ghar Aaya,” joy viral. Q&A connection: 
Reprise roles? “Done magic—crave new, challenging.” 
“Chicago’s Madhuri” selfie pose: “Too late—we did!” 
wink, quest fulfilled.

Interlude: Amita’s Ethnic Indo-Western parade—Agra 
lehengas Mehendi whispers. Sunil Rockstar tabla “Ek Do 
Teen” frenzy. Naz Mayuri troupe medley “Jara Jara” to 
“Chane Ke Khet,” spins Madhuri mirror.

Awards crescendo: Madhuri presented Nagi Nishad 
Neighbor Health Clinic, Suzy Thumbs & Fusion, Ajit 
Singh, Sunil Shah.

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Filtering Facts from Ideologies
-Gulam Samdani

In examining the foundations of divisions within the 
Muslim community, the issues of Fadak and Zakat 
repeatedly surface. Yet the political weight of these 
events is often concealed beneath theological nar-
ratives crafted through sectarian lenses. What are 
presented as “historical facts” are, ideologized truths, 
accounts filtered through competing doctrines. My 
intent here is to strip away these layers and ana-
lyze the transition after the Prophet Muhammad’s 
(PBUH) death through a purely political administra-
tive lens.
The first decisive fracture occurred immediately after 
the Prophet’s passing, when the community rushed 
to fill the sudden vacuum of leadership. In this mo-
ment of crisis, tribal urgency and human calculation 
overtook previously delivered prophetic guidance, 
most notably the explicit declaration at Ghadir 
Khumm, appointing Ali (AS) as the Mawla, the 
one to be consulted as leader and guide. This guid-
ance was overshadowed by the rapid, momentarily 
contentious selection of Abu Bakr (RA) at Saqifah, 
marking the point where political expediency over-
took spiritual instruction.
Abu Bakr’s own profile is crucial to understand-
ing the decisions that followed. Unlike companions 
known for asceticism alone, Abu Bakr besides being 
pious was also a seasoned international merchant, 
fully aware of regional power dynamics, inter-tribal 
politics, and the mechanics of authority. As the 
newly established Caliph, his foremost task was the 
creation of a centralized political order, a nascent 
state requiring both political legitimacy and religious 
justification. He approached the post-Prophetic 
landscape with the mindset of a pragmatic statesman 
focused on consolidation.
In this quest, Abu Bakr stepped on two massive po-
litical landmines: land (Fadak) and revenue (Zakat).

Fadak was only one of many properties annexed 
under state control, yet it was uniquely sensitive 
because the claimant was the Prophet’s daughter, 
Fatima (AS), representing herself and the wives of 
the Prophet (PBUH), with Qur’anic evidence sup-
porting their claim. For Abu Bakr, relinquishing 
Fadak would have meant encouragement for oth-
ers toward destabilizing the central governance he 
envisioned.
By invoking the hadith that “prophets leave no 
inheritance,” Abu Bakr effectively nullified the claim 
and established a precedent that strategic assets can 
be annexed by the state, not to the Prophet’s family 
or to anyone who currently possessed them. This was 
a decisive political victory. Once this religious justi-
fication conquered the Fadak claim, absorbing other 
lands became significantly easier.
The second, more violent but equally foundational 
issue was Zakat. Abu Bakr understood that a state 
lives or dies by its ability to collect mandatory rev-
enue. Tribal autonomy in distributing Zakat posed a 
direct threat to the central authority he envisioned. 
Despite initial resistance from Umar (RA) & other 
companions, who objected to fighting Muslims, Abu 
Bakr insisted that Zakat must be delivered exclu-
sively to the central government, as per the tradition 
established by the Prophet (PBUH) himself.
To enforce this, he deployed tactical military cam-
paigns with many led by Khalid ibn al-Walid, whose 
battlefield decisiveness often crossed ethical bound-
aries, actions that Umar (RA) strongly condemned. 
Yet Abu Bakr (RA) tolerated these excesses because 
the priority was towards establishing uncontested fis-
cal control. Through this uncompromising approach, 
the new state solidified its political and financial 
foundation.
Together, these two decisions, 

seizing land and 
centralizing revenue 
became the pillars 
of the emerging 
empire. Abu Bakr 
(RA) laid the first 
hard political floor 
of the state after the 
Prophet (PBUH) had laid its spiritual foundation. 
But these measures also changed the character of 
the community. By forcibly integrating tribes driven 
more by material interests than by sincere convic-
tion, the early Caliphate opened the door to a new 
sociopolitical reality, one that required Umar’s later 
discipline and strict administrative order to con-
tain, and which after him rapidly deteriorated into 
periods of anarchy.
This change was massive for the future of Muslims. 
When the Prophet (PBUH) was alive, everything 
the community did even fighting wars was about a 
spiritually guided mission. It was about following 
God’s commands and strict ethics.
After he passed away, the community had to be-
come a political government (a ‘state’). Its main jobs 
became ruling people, keeping the land safe, and 
handling all the different Arab tribes.
Because the new government brought in tribes who 
cared more about money and stability than pure re-
ligion, the nature of the struggle changed. Fighting 
wars still used religious words, but the real reasons 
became practical politics and the needs of the state. 
This move helped build a strong, lasting govern-
ment, but it also changed the religious spirit of the 
community.

Polar night has officially begun in Alaska. 
Could you survive 66 days of utter darkness?
For 66 consecutive days, the residents of Utqiagvik, Alaska—the northern-
most town in the United States—will not see the sun. 
Known as “polar night,” this natural phenomenon began on November 18 
and will continue until January 23. Caused by the tilt of Earth’s axis, polar 
night occurs in regions within the Arctic Circle where the sun remains 
below the horizon for extended periods during winter. 
While complete darkness doesn’t take over—the town still experiences a 
daily dose of civil twilight—it’s a long, sunless stretch that can challenge 
both mood and health, particularly due to the lack of vitamin D.
Despite the darkness, there’s balance in the cosmos: Utqiagvik also enjoys 
24-hour sunlight from mid-May to mid-August during the phenomenon 
known as the “midnight sun.” In fact, all places on Earth average roughly 
the same amount of annual sunlight, though how that light is distributed 
through the seasons can vary dramatically. While it may seem unbearable 
to endure weeks without sunrise, for many in Utqiagvik, it’s just another 
part of life above the Arctic Circle—where the sky may go dark, but com-
munity life and natural beauty continue to shine.

The meeting between US President Donald Trump and Saudi Crown 
Prince Mohammed bin Salman last week saw clear tension because Trump 
pressed Riyadh to join the Abraham Accords, according to informed sourc-
es.

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The ‘Mamdani of Minneapolis’ is banking on a grassroots
 campaign to unseat the Democratic mayor

On a rainy October day, dozens of volunteers showed up 
at a Minneapolis park to grab campaign literature they 
would leave at voters’ doors, hoping to buoy up a Demo-
cratic socialist into the mayor’s office.
A handful of door-knockers ran into an apartment build-
ing to escape the rain, joining Omar Fateh, the mayoral 
hopeful sometimes dubbed the “Mamdani of Minneapo-
lis”.
“We’re running on a campaign to make the city more liv-
able, affordable and to protect all of our residents,” he told 
one voter, who said they hadn’t been following the race 
closely.
Two others who answered knew Fateh’s name and lent 
their support. “I think I’m planning on voting for you,” 
one man told Fateh.
Related: From scapegoats to city hall: how New York Mus-
lims built power and shaped Zohran Mamdani
Minneapolis voters will decide their next mayor on Tues-
day 4 November.
Fateh, a 35-year-old who became state senator by ousting 
an incumbent, has gained attention for comparisons to 
Zohran Mamdani, the Democratic socialist on track to 
win New York City’s mayoral contest. They’re both young, 
both part of the insurgent left, both Muslim, both state 
lawmakers. Their platforms, with a focus on affordability, 
align. Their campaigns tap into grassroots organizers with 
the Democratic Socialists of America (DSA). Their races 
use ranked-choice voting, allowing for alliances against 
the incumbent.
Instead of a primary, Minneapolis holds caucuses and 
a city convention. Fateh earned the endorsement of the 
Minneapolis Democratic-Farmer-Labor party, but it was 
then revoked by the state party after the electronic voting 
system failed to capture all votes in the contest, the Min-
neapolis DFL acknowledged, leaving the race without an 
endorsed candidate.
“One of the biggest benefits of the DFL endorsement is 
name recognition,” Fateh told the Guardian. “But that 
name recognition became far greater than what we ever 
could have gotten with the endorsement after they re-
voked it.”
The Minneapolis mayor’s race doesn’t feature the shame-
lessness of the New York City race – namely, the partici-
pation of the disgraced former governor Andrew Cuomo 
and the ethically suspect incumbent mayor, Eric Adams. 
Few have the charisma of Mamdani, nor the organizing 
and social media prowess of his campaign, one that left-
leaning candidates around the country will try to emulate.
Minneapolis’s incumbent mayor, Jacob Frey, running for 
his third term, has his critics – for his handling of the 
protests that followed the murder of George Floyd in the 
city in 2020, persistent policing problems, a homeless-
ness crisis and contentions with the more progressive city 
council. Frey, 44, often serves as a moderate check on the 
council, which includes several Democratic socialists.
There are 15 candidates running in the race, four of 
whom – all Democrats – are considered viable. The three 
top challengers, including Fateh, have created an alliance, 
appearing at each other’s events, though only Fateh is 
explicitly telling voters not to rank Frey on their ballots. 
Public polling of the race is minimal, complicated by 
the ranked-choice voting method, though Frey typically 
shows as the top vote-getter, albeit not cresting the neces-
sary 50% to win in a first ballot.
“The fact that Fateh and other candidates are drawing as 
much support as they appear to be, I think, owes to the 
fact that the Democratic party has lost credibility among 
progressive voters,” said Larry Jacobs, director of the 
Center for the Study of Politics and Governance at the 
University of Minnesota. “This is not a cross-section of 
America. This is an urban area in one of the most progres-
sive kind of electorates in the country.”
The rise of Omar Fateh
Fateh, like Mamdani, is running a campaign full of 
progressive promises, including raising the minimum 
wage to $20 an hour, a plan for rent stabilization, a public 
safety system that funds alternatives to police for calls like 

mental health crises and standing up to Trump. Six of the 
13 council members have backed him, as have unions and 
state lawmakers.
He casts Frey’s two terms as “broken promises and vetoes”, 
noting a 2017 campaign promise to end homelessness 
within five years and goals for public safety reform after 
Floyd’s murder.
“We have a progressive city council that’s ready to do 
the work, that has been doing the work,” Fateh told the 
Guardian. “We just don’t have a mayor as a partner.”
Fateh, born in Washington DC, moved to Minneapolis 
about a decade ago. In 2020, the Democratic socialist 
launched a challenge to an incumbent Democrat for the 
state senate, earning the party’s endorsement and eventu-
ally becoming the first Somali American and first Muslim 
in the chamber. As a senator, he pushed through a bill 
creating labor standards for ride-share drivers and cham-
pioned a tuition-free college plan.
His time in the legislature and reputation as a progressive 
fighter gave him a base of support in the mayoral contest, 
elevating him to top contender against Frey, Jacobs said.
An increased national profile has brought along an 
increase in threats, racism and Islamophobia, Fateh told 
Sahan Journal, a local publication, this week. Earlier this 
month, he got a message that said: “Two bullets to the 
head, done.” He has had to take additional safety pre-
cautions and pay for security, he told the outlet. “Most 
campaigns don’t have to think about this,” his campaign 
manager told Sahan Journal.
Fateh believes the revoked endorsement is in part because 
of the donor class and how it would look to support a pro-
gressive candidate with a populist message, especially in 
suburban and rural areas where the DFL has lost ground.
“The DFL and the Democratic party as a whole like to 
always say we’re a big tent, we are a wide spectrum, we 
welcome everybody,” he said. “But a lot of times it seems 
like when it’s the more progressive wing that they can shut 
out.”
After knocking on doors, Fateh returned to the park, 
where families set up bubble machines and boxes of fruit 
snacks and goldfish for a “play date with Omar Fateh”, 
himself the tired first-time father of a newborn. He is 
quick to show off pictures of his baby. Frey also has a new-
born, his second child – the two politicians’ babies were 
born within 10 days of each other.
An organizer at the play date asked the crowd of a few 
dozen adults and kids if anyone knows who Fateh is. “I’ve 
seen him on the phone!” one kid yelled.
Sarah Quinn, a Minneapolis voter who spoke to the 
crowd at the event, said she had heard from people who 
were ready to vote against Frey, but weren’t sure how they 
would rank the other candidates. People seemed excited 
to hear about Fateh’s vision, she said, and she was sick 
of hearing about vetoes of council bills and “low-grade 
insults back and forth” among the mayor and council.
“I feel like Minneapolis has this reputation of being a re-
ally progressive city, and I’m not actually feeling that as a 
resident,” Quinn said. “And so just hearing his agenda has 
really resonated with me, and I think that he’s somebody 
that can actually get the shit done with the city council.”
The rise of the DSA has served as a boogeyman of sorts 
for the Democratic establishment: before the Minneapolis 
convention, one proposal, which was later pulled back, 
sought to make it so a candidate couldn’t be endorsed by 
both the DSA and the DFL.
Fateh’s campaign has been boosted by the Twin Cities 
DSA. Brooke Bartholomew, the group’s co-chair, said they 
had seen new members sign up after Mamdani’s win in 
the primary.
“We have the people power,” Bartholomew said. “That’s 
part of what DSA brings to the table for Omar Fateh’s 
campaign is people power – going on those doors, talking 
to neighbors and helping to build this really diverse coali-
tion.”
Is Frey vulnerable?
Frey, endorsed by Minnesota’s governor, Tim Walz, has 
the money advantage over Fateh and the other two top 

contenders, Jazz Hampton and DeWayne Davis. That “or-
ganizational muscle” that comes from allied groups and 
the business community could help get out the vote for 
Frey, said Jacobs, of the University of Minnesota.
The Guardian repeatedly sought an interview with Frey 
and asked to attend a campaign event. The campaign did 
not make the mayor available, instead sending a statement 
from a campaign spokesperson.
“Over the last five years, Minneapolis was tested like never 
before,” the statement said. “Under Mayor Frey’s leader-
ship, the city has been making a comeback. Violent crime 
is trending down, the city is creating eight times more 
deeply affordable housing than before Mayor Frey took 
office, and Minneapolis is taking the Trump administra-
tion to court to defend our neighbors. The mayor is run-
ning for one final term to improve public safety by hiring 
more police officers and implementing police reform, 
expanding affordable housing, and focusing on delivering 
excellent core city services. We’re optimistic that Minne-
apolis voters will support that vision next week.”

Since Trump returned to the White House, Frey has 
vocally defended Minneapolis, which could become a 
target of Trump’s increased deportation raids or military 
occupations. The homeland security secretary, Kristi 
Noem, came to town in late October, stoking speculation 
that the city could be next on Trump’s list. Frey, flanked by 
city leaders, put out a video on the day of her visit saying 
he had been preparing for months for a potential federal 
influx.
“In Minneapolis, we have your back,” Frey said to the 
city’s immigrant communities. “You will be protected and 
respected by our city employees regardless of your im-
migration status.”
Opposing Trump is an increasing part of the mayor’s pur-
view, and one that all the contenders say is critical. Fateh 
wants the city to strengthen the separation ordinance that 
prevents city employees from aiding immigration activi-
ties.
While the race is often cast as a two-person contest, 
Hampton and Davis see lanes for themselves to win, given 
ranked-choice voting, and not just to help Fateh.
“I would not be running to prop up someone else’s cam-
paign,” Hampton said. “I’m running to win, and I believe 
that we can and will. However, if that means door-knock-
ing with other candidates to let everyone see us, that’s 
what we should be doing.”
Davis, a minister and former congressional staffer, said 
voters were ready to move beyond “leadership by press 
conference and ribbon-cutting”, and the success of the 
three insurgent campaigns shows that.
The Mamdani comparisons don’t track as much with 
the Minneapolis race, Davis said. Looking past the weak 
opposition from Cuomo in New York, Minneapolis has a 
“very active establishment” of business-oriented Demo-
crats.
“I think we are far more divided here,” Davis said of Min-
neapolis voters. “And so given the ranked choice with us, 
that division, it’s any guess about how that iteration of 
choices through ranked choice will end up happening.”

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Volcano erupts for first time in 12,000 years: “Like 
a sudden bomb”

A volcano in Ethiopia’s northeastern region 
erupted for the first time in nearly 12,000 years, 
sending thick plumes of smoke up to nine miles 
into the sky, the Toulouse Volcanic Ash Advi-
sory Centre (VAAC) said.

The Hayli Gubbi volcano, located in Ethiopia’s 
Afar region about 500 miles northeast of Addis 
Ababa near the Eritrean border, erupted on 
Sunday for several hours.

The volcano, which rises about 1,500 feet yards 
in altitude, sits within the Rift Valley, a zone of 
intense geological activity where two tectonic 
plates meet.

Ash clouds from the volcano drifted over Ye-
men, Oman, India, and northern Pakistan, said 
the VAAC, which posted a map of the path of 
the ash cloud.

Air India said  it had canceled at least 11 flights 
due to the ash plumes, and Akasa Air said it 
canceled flights to some Middle East destina-
tions, the Reuters news agency reported.

Simon Carn, a volcanologist and professor 
at the Michigan Technological University, 
confirmed on Bluesky that the ash cloud was 

“spreading rapidly east in the subtropical jet 
stream, over the Arabian Sea towards NW India 
and Pakistan.”
In videos shared on social media, which AFP 
could not immediately verify, a thick column of 
white smoke can be seen rising.

The Smithsonian Institution’s Global Volcanism 
Program said Hayli Gubbi has had no known 
eruptions during the Holocene, which began 
around 12,000 years ago at the end of the last 
Ice Age. Carn confirmed on Bluesky that Hayli 
Gubbi “has no record of Holocene eruptions.”

A local administrator, Mohammed Seid, said 
there were no casualties, but the eruption could 
have economic implications for the local com-
munity of livestock herders.

Seid told The Associated Press that there was 
no previous record of an eruption by the Hayli 
Gubbi volcano, and that he fears for the liveli-
hoods of residents.

“While no human lives and livestock have been 
lost so far, many villages have been covered in 
ash and as a result their animals have little to 
eat,” he said.

The Afar region is prone to earthquakes and a 
resident, Ahmed Abdela, told the AP he heard 
a loud sound and what he described as a shock 
wave.

“It felt like a sudden bomb had been thrown 
with smoke and ash,” he said.

Far-right Australian senator draws ire by donning 
a burqa in parliament

Sydney — A far-right Australian politician 
sparked outrage after donning a burqa at the 
country’s parliament, in a display that other 
lawmakers condemned as racist, unsafe and 
disrespectful.

Pauline Hanson of the anti-immigration One 
Nation party was seeking to introduce a bill in 
the Senate that would ban full face coverings in 
Australia — a policy she has campaigned on for 
decades.

Just minutes after other lawmakers blocked her 
from introducing that bill, she returned wearing 
a black burqa and sat down.

Her display was meet by outrage from her fellow 
senators.

Australian Greens leader in the Senate Larissa 
Waters said the move was “the middle finger to 
people of faith.”

“It is extremely racist and unsafe,” Waters added.

Foreign Minister Penny Wong, who also serves 
as leader of the government in the Senate, con-
demned it as “disrespectful.”
“All of us in this place have a great privilege in 

coming into this chamber,” Wong said. 
“We represent in our states, people of 
every faith, of every faith, of all back-
grounds. And we should do so de-
cently.”

Hanson refused to remove the burqa 
and the Senate was suspended.

It is the second time she has donned 
the Muslim clothing in parliament.

In 2017, she wore a full burqa in the 
Senate to highlight what she said were 
the security issues the garment posed, 
linking it to terror.

In a statement posted later on a Facebook ac-
count that she endorses, Hanson called her 
actions a protest against the Senate rejecting her 
proposed bill.

“So if the Parliament won’t ban it, I will display 
this oppressive, radical, non-religious head garb 
that risk our national security and the ill-treat-
ment of women on the floor of our parliament 
so that every Australian knows what’s at stake,” 
Hanson wrote. “If they don’t want me wearing 
it — ban the burqa.”

Hanson has previously described Islam as “a 
culture and ideology that is incompatible with 
our own,” and she claimed in a 2016 speech that 
Australia was being “swamped by Muslims.”

Her party has seen its support among the public 
increase as the country’s main conservative op-
position remain beset by infighting. A poll this 
month reported by The Australian Financial 
Review showed the One Nation party with a still 
modest, but record 18% support.

That comes as a government envoy said in Sep-
tember that Australia had failed to tackle persis-
tent and intensifying Islamophobia.

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HP is betting $1 billion on AI — even if it means cutting thousands 
of jobs, says CEO

HP Inc. (HPQ) is doubling down on artificial 
intelligence — and betting it will replace thou-
sands of jobs in the process.

“There are many things that today we have to 
do using people ... that in the future AI will do 
better and will do faster,” CEO Enrique Lores 
told Yahoo Finance (video above).

It’s not just an HP issue, he added, but an “in-
dustrywide” shift companies must embrace to 
stay competitive.

That transformation is reshaping HP. The 
company on Tuesday unveiled a sweeping AI 
initiative tied to new restructuring efforts. HP 
expects to eliminate 4,000 to 6,000 jobs globally 
and generate $1 billion in annualized savings by 
fiscal 2028.

“We’re moving from pilots to specific initiatives 
across multiple areas,” Lores said, noting AI is 
accelerating product development, improving 
customer satisfaction, and boosting internal 
productivity.

Lores emphasized that HP’s AI approach goes 
far beyond chatbots, with efforts that include 
AI agents that automate processes, AI-assisted 
software development, and systems that acceler-
ate operations.

The through line: Tasks once handled manually 
are increasingly being handed over to AI sys-
tems.

HP expects to spend roughly $650 million on 
restructuring, including about $250 million in 

fiscal 2026.
But the ambitious AI plan did 
not distract from what was 
ultimately a mixed quarter.

Fourth quarter revenue rose 
4.2% to $14.6 billion, slightly 
below the $14.8 billion ana-
lysts expected, according to 
Bloomberg data. Adjusted EPS 
fell 3% to $0.93, in line with 
estimates.

The stock was up more than 
2% in Tuesday trading before falling as much as 
5% in pre-market trading on Wednesday. Shares 
remain down roughly 17% over the past 12 
months, compared with a 15% gain for the S&P 
500 (^GSPC).
Personal Systems — HP’s PC business — was a 
bright spot, with revenue up 8% to $10.4 billion, 
helped by Windows 10’s end-of-life upgrade 
cycle. Units rose 7%.

The printing segment continued to slide. Rev-
enue fell 4% to $4.3 billion; supplies dropped 
4% and hardware units fell 12%.

JPMorgan’s Samik Chatterjee downgraded the 
stock to Neutral, arguing HP is leaving the 
“favorable” part of the PC cycle and entering a 
“relatively tougher environment.”

He expects PC shipments to rise 6.6% in 2025 
but fall 2.2% in 2026 as the Windows 10 re-
placement boom fades.

Rising DRAM and NAND costs could deepen 

the hit. Bank of America’s Wamsi Mohan esti-
mates HP faces a 120-basis-point gross margin 
hit, a 103-basis-point operating margin hit, and 
$0.46 EPS drag next year from memory infla-
tion alone.
That means HP’s AI savings may not arrive 
quickly enough to offset a rough 2026.

HP expects $2.8 billion to $3 billion in free 
cash flow in 2026 and says its AI productivity 
plan will strengthen the business long term. But 
most of the $1 billion in savings won’t material-
ize until late in the decade.

Regardless, Lores is bullish on the makeover. 
“It’s important to be in the leading front, em-
brace these new technologies, transform how 
we work so we can stay competitive in the 
future,” he said.

New Delhi: India on Wednesday said it is ex-
amining a request by Bangladesh to extradite 
former prime minister Sheikh Hasina and that 
it is committed to ensure the best interests of 
the people of that country. Hasina, 78, was last 
week sentenced to death in absentia by a special 
tribunal in Dhaka for “crimes against human-
ity” over her government’s brutal crackdown 
on student-led protests last year. The Awami 
League leader has been living in India since she 
fled Bangladesh on August 5 last year in the face 
of the massive protests. “The request is being 
examined as part of ongoing judicial and inter-
nal legal processes,” External Affairs Ministry 
spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said. “We remain 
committed to the best interests of the people 
of Bangladesh, including peace, democracy, 
inclusion and stability in that country and will 
continue to engage constructively in this regard 
with all stakeholders,” he said.

Ingredients
3 pounds beef eye of round roast, at room tem-
perature 

½ teaspoon kosher salt, or more to taste

½ teaspoon garlic powder, or more to taste

¼ teaspoon freshly ground black pepper, or 
more to taste
Best Roast Beef
Directions
Gather all ingredients. Preheat oven to 375 de-
grees F (190 degrees C).
Make sure roast is at room temperature. Tie 
roast at 3-inch intervals with cotton twine; this 
helps it from drying out and allows it to cook 
more evenly.

Stir together remaining onions, beans, soup, 
milk, soy sauce, and pepper in a 3-quart casse-
role dish.
Bake in the preheated oven until hot, about 25 
minutes.
Stir casserole, then top with remaining onions. 
Bake 5 minutes more.

Recipe Variations
For a festive touch, stir in 1/2 cup of chopped 
red peppers with the soup.

For a cheesier version, omit the soy sauce and 
stir in 1/2 cup of shredded Cheddar cheese with 
the soup. Sprinkle additional cheese on top 
before the last bake.

Add 4 slices cooked, crumbled bacon before the 
final onion topping for added crunch.

WARNING, FIND SHELTER RIGHT AWAY
Winter Storm Warning
Issued when hazardous winter weather in the 
form of heavy snow, heavy freezing rain, or 
heavy sleet is imminent or occurring. Winter 
Storm Warnings are usually issued 12 to 24 
hours before the event is expected to begin.
Winter Storm Watch
Alerts the public to the possibility of a blizzard, 
heavy snow, heavy freezing rain, or heavy sleet. 
Winter Storm Watches are usually issued 12 
to 48 hours before the beginning of a Winter 
Storm.
Winter Weather Advisory
Issued for accumulations of snow, freezing 
rain, freezing drizzle, and sleet which will cause 
significant inconveniences and, if caution is not 
exercised, could lead to life-threatening situa-
tions.
Know Your Risk for Winter Storms
Pay attention to weather reports and warnings 
of freezing weather and winter storms. Listen 
for emergency information and alerts. Sign 
up for your community’s warning system. The 
Emergency Alert System (EAS) and National 
Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration 
(NOAA) Weather Radio also provide emergen-
cy alerts.Preparing for Winter Weather
Prepare your home to keep out the cold with in-
sulation, caulking and weather stripping. Learn 
how to keep pipes from freezing. Install and test 
smoke alarms and carbon monoxide detectors 
with battery backups. Gather supplies in case 
you need to stay home for several days with-
out power.

Avoid carbon monoxide poisoning. Only use 
generators and grills outdoors and away from 
windows and never heat your home with a gas 
stovetop or oven. Using an oven or stovetop can 
also increase the risk of fires, burns and could 
damage the appliance.Stay off roads if at all 
possible. If trapped in your car, then stay inside.

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Sajida Sultan Ali Khan Pataudi: The Last Nawab Begum of Bhopal 
Whose Regal Lineage Bridges the Palaces of Madhya Pradesh and 

the Glamour of Bollywood’s First Family — Sharmila Tagore And 
Saif Ali Khan

Sajida Sultan Ali Khan Pataudi, the last Nawab 
Begum of Bhopal, was born into India’s only 
matriarchal royal dynasty and later became part 
of the illustrious Pataudi family through mar-
riage. Her remarkable legacy unites two distinct 
realms — the progressive Begums of Bhopal 
and the glittering lineage of Bollywood royalty, 
carried forward by her son Mansoor Ali Khan 
Pataudi, daughter-in-law Sharmila Tagore, and 
grandchildren Saif Ali Khan and Kareena Ka-
poor Khan.
There are few women in Indian history whose 
lives could effortlessly bridge the grandeur of 
princely India with the glamour of modern Bol-
lywood. Nawab Begum Sajida Sultan Ali Khan 
Pataudi was a Maharani born into the royal 
house of Bhopal and married into the illustri-
ous Pataudi lineage. Her life was not a story 
of privilege or palace corridors but a tale that 
merged reform, royalty, and remarkable lineage, 
eventually linking one of India’s most progres-
sive dynasties with the country’s most famous 
film family.
She was born on 4 August 1915 in the magnifi-
cent Qasr-e-Sultani Palace, Bhopal, into a world 
of regal influence and reformist women. Her 
grandmother, Sultan Jahan Begum, and great-
grandmother, Shah Jahan Begum, were both 
remarkable rulers who championed education 
and modernization for women at a time when 
purdah was the norm. Bhopal, under these Be-
gums, wasn’t just a princely state; it was a model 
of female governance and progressive thought, a 
rare matriarchal beacon in a deeply patriarchal 
society.
The Royal Lineage of the Begums of Bhopal
For over a century—from 1819 to 1926—the 
princely state of Bhopal was ruled by women. 
The four Begums of Bhopal—Qudsia Begum, 
Sikandar Begum, Shah Jahan Begum, and Sultan 
Jahan Begum—never followed convention and 
led their state with poise and intellect. They 
introduced railways, hospitals, schools, and 
municipal reforms, often corresponding directly 
with British officials who were, quite frankly, 
startled by the idea of women in power.
She was succeeded by her father, Nawab 
Hamidullah Khan, and thus the direct line of 
female rule came to an end, although the spirit 
of reform was preserved. Her mother, Begum 
Maimouna Sultan, was a quiet, dignified lady 
who supported education wholeheartedly. Sajida 
grew up with her two sisters, Abida Sultan—the 
fiery heir apparent who later migrated to Paki-
stan—and Rabia Sultan. The sisters were edu-
cated, articulate, and fiercely independent.
A Royal Match: The Pataudi Connection
In 1939, Sajida married Nawab Iftikhar Ali 
Khan Pataudi, the 8th Nawab of Pataudi, a 
princely state near Delhi, now in Haryana. Her 
husband wasn’t just royalty; he was a sports-
man of international repute, having captained 

both the Indian and English cricket 
teams—a rare distinction even today. 
Their union brought together two 
noble houses: the legacy of reform 
from Bhopal and the aristocratic 
charm from Pataudi.
They had three daughters, Saleha, 
Sabiha, and Qudsia, and a son who 
would also become a cricketing legend 
in his own right: Mansoor Ali Khan 
Pataudi, affectionately called “Tiger 
Pataudi.”
Becoming the 12th Nawab Begum of Bhopal
The year 1960 saw life change for Sajida Sultan 
with the death of her father. The next in line of 
succession, her elder sister Abida, had by then 
settled in Pakistan and declined to return to 
India. Thus, Sajida was declared the 12th Nawab 
Begum of Bhopal, formally recognised in 1962.
She upheld the dignity of her ancestors as titular 
ruler, successfully maintaining many of the 
state’s charitable trusts, including the Auqaf-e-
Shahi of Bhopal, a religious and social endow-
ment her family had managed for generations.
Fun fact: Sajida was one of the last Indian royals 
to be officially recognized by the Government 
of India before the abolition of royal titles in 
1971. Nevertheless, the Bhopal family continued 
to enjoy respect for their patronage of culture, 
sports, and philanthropy.
The Glamorous Legacy: From Palaces to Film 
Sets
If there was ever proof that royal bloodlines 
could adapt gracefully with the times, it’s found 
in the descendants of Sajida Sultan. Her son, 
Mansoor Ali Khan Pataudi, married Sharmila 
Tagore, one of the most beautiful and talented 
actresses in Hindi cinema. Their marriage in 
1969 united the worlds of regal heritage and 
silver-screen glamour.
Their children—Saif Ali Khan, Saba Ali Khan, 
and Soha Ali Khan—carried forward this blend 
of aristocracy and artistry. Saif, an actor of great 
renown today, still uses the ‘Nawab of Pataudi’ 
title symbolically, while Soha followed in her 
mother’s cinematic footsteps too.
And then there came Bollywood royalty of 
another kind: Kareena Kapoor Khan. When 
Kareena married Saif in 2012, she wore an an-
tique Bhopali joda originally belonging to Sajida 
Sultan herself. In fact, the outfit was first worn 
by Sharmila Tagore on her wedding day back in 
1969 and was painstakingly restored by designer 
Ritu Kumar.
As Ritu Kumar told Vogue India, “The joda had 
to be revived and restyled in a way that fitted in 
with today’s aesthetics without losing its intrin-
sic quality. It took six months to conceive and 
recreate the odhni and the outfit. The tail was 
made shorter so Kareena could walk with ease.” 
Silk, zardozi, and memories stitched together 
through three generations—it was, well, a living 

heirloom.
End of an Era
After the death of Nawab Iftikhar Ali Khan 
in 1952, Sajida became a central figure in her 
family, the custodian of the Pataudi and Bhopal 
legacies. Sajida died on 5 September 1995, at 
the age of 80 years. Her son, Mansoor Ali Khan, 
succeeded as the mutawalli of Bhopal’s royal 
endowments, a position now passed on to her 
granddaughter Saba Ali Khan.
Even today, Sajida Sultan’s story stands as a 
reminder of how India’s royal women were more 
than symbols of splendor—they were torchbear-
ers of progress, education, and grace.
Fun Fact: A Royal Bloodline That Runs Through 
Bollywood From the Begums who ruled with 
intellect to the stars who rule the screen, the 
Bhopal-Pataudi lineage is one of the most fasci-
nating dynasties in India. Indeed, few families 
can boast a history that links the grandeur of 
princely India so well with the glamour of mod-
ern cinema.
Sajida Sultan may have lived within the court-
yards of Bhopal and Pataudi, but her essence 
gets reflected on the red carpet, cricket fields, 
and in every story of royal women who changed 
the course of Indian history—gracefully, and on 
their own terms.

He said that 
all promises made during the election campaign 
would be fulfilled and noted that several local 
issues had already been brought to his notice 

after his victory. Naveen criticised the personal 
attacks targeting him and his family on social 
media during the election campaign. He said 
the Jubilee Hills result reflected increased public 
confidence in the Congress government led by 
Chief Minister A. Revanth Reddy. He stated that 
the bypoll would have taken place regardless, 
asserting that the legal case involving Maganti 
Gopinath was ongoing at the time of his demise. 
He added that the case filed against Gopinath 
had since been withdrawn. The MLA expressed 
gratitude to the AIMIM for extending support 
during the bypoll, saying the cooperation con-
tributed to the Congress victory in Jubilee Hills.

Legendary actor Dharmendra’s demise at 89 
(November 24) has left the nation grieving, 
and tributes continue to pour in for the legend-
ary star who defined charm, masculinity and 
effortless screen presence for generations. The 
He-Man of Bollywood built a legacy not just 
through his films, but through the warmth and 
sincerity that everyone associated with him. 
Even Jaya Bachchan once admitted that she, 
too, wasn’t immune to his charm.
Jaya Bachchan once called Dharmendra ‘the 
most handsome man in Bollywood’
Yes, you read it right. Back in 2007, during an 
episode of Koffee With Karan, Jaya Bachchan 
recalled the first time she saw Dharmendra 
and described it as a moment she could never 
forget. She shared that she was so overwhelmed 
by his presence that she instinctively hid behind 
a sofa out of nervousness.
According to her, Dharmendra looked “breath-
takingly handsome,” dressed in crisp white 
trousers and a matching white shirt, giving him 
the aura of a Greek God.

He added 
that he had known both Jaya and Amitabh for 
a very long time and fondly remembered the 
laughter and good times the cast shared while 
shooting Sholay.
How Amitabh Bachchan reacted to Jaya’s re-

marks?
What makes the anecdote even sweeter is that 
the admiration wasn’t one-sided. Amitabh 
Bachchan himself once opened up about it dur-
ing Kaun Banega Crorepati. Aamir Khan had 
asked him if there was ever an actor who made 
him feel uneasy when Jaya worked with them.
With a hint of humour, Amitabh recalled that 
Jaya had declared quite early in their relation-
ship that Dharmendra was her favourite actor. 
According to Big B, she had said that there

Successful representation of Azharuddin and team 
in Madina Bus accident

A bus carrying Indian Um-
rah pilgrims crashed into a 
diesel tanker near Medina, 
Saudi Arabia, resulting in 45 
fatalities and one injury. The 
pilgrims were traveling from 
Mecca to Medina when the 
collision occurred, and most 
of the victims were from the 
state of Telangana. 
Funeral prayers were held 
on Saturday at the Prophet’s 
Mosque in Medina for more 
than 40 Indian Umrah pil-
grims who died earlier last 
week in one of the deadliest 
transport accidents involving 
foreign worshippers in the 
Kingdom. 

Sheikh Abdul Bari Thubaity led 
the prayers after Dhuhr, as rows of 
mourners gathered to bid farewell to 
the victims, most of whom were from 
Hyderabad, before their burial in 
Jannat Al Baqi, the historic cemetery 
adjacent to the mosque.
Indian diplomats in Riyadh and Jed-
dah said they remain in close coordi-
nation with Saudi authorities and have 
opened a 24-hour helpline for affected 
families. “All possible assistance” is be-
ing provided, Modi said.
24-year-old Mohammad Abdul Shoaib 
survived the horrific bus accident 
that killed at least 45 Indian pilgrims 

near Medina. Of the 46 passengers 
on board, 45 died at the scene after 
the bus was completely destroyed in 
the fire.
