Thirty-Third Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: Luke 21:5-19

The Kingdom of Justice Sunday

Next Sunday we celebrate Our Lord Jesus Christ, the King of Universe. No wonder today’s readings talk about the coming
of the Kingdom of God. Consequently, we can’t be talking of the king without thinking of his kingdom. Our Lord is the
king of heaven and earth. The Scripture discusses the two great events of the coming of God’s kingdom. The first event is
the birth of Christ. Thus Christ came to announce the coming of the kingdom of God,, to show us the way to the kingdom
and to open the gate of the kingdom to all. He achieved this through the mystery of his birth, suffering, death and
resurrection. Consequently, Jesus once told the crowd that was pressing hard to hear his good news that: "I must proclaim
the good news of the kingdom of God to the other towns also, because that is why I was sent." (Luke 4:43).

Contrasting the kingdom of God with the earthly kingdom, Prophet Malachi in today’s first reading sees the kingdom of God
as that which is filled with the healing rays of justice. Malachi prophesied between 445 BC and 470 BC to the people of God
when they were crying for justice deprived of them by the cruel Roman kings and rulers. That time the Jews were deprived
of the freedom to rule themselves and practice some of their traditions in Jerusalem by the Roman Authority, for Jerusalem
was under Roman kingdom. God sent his words to them through Malachi, encouraging them that His day (his kingdom) is
coming. He said: “that day will set fire on “ the kings of this earthly kingdom who are depriving His people of their justice,
while the sun of justice will arise on them who fear His name. In other words Malachi was telling the people of God to seek
Justice in the fear of God and His kingdom and not in the Roman kingdom and its kings for the world will never offer them
perfect freedom, justice and peace.

Like the ancient people of God we are in many ways yearning for justice deprived of us by the world. In a lay term, justice
means giving a person what is due to him/her. There are many things that are our due naturally. Often most of those things
are deprived of us by the world. As people of God we are encouraged by the words of God that whatever the world deprived
us now will be given back to us in the kingdom of God. Like the Israelites and the early Christians we live in a constant
expectation for the coming of the kingdom, when all our deprived rights, freedom and justice will be restored.

To show you how this generation is eagerly looking forward to the coming of the kingdom, in 1999 around this season, many
people around the globe predicted January 1, 2000 to be the end of time or the second coming of Christ. Some of those self-
made eschatologists announced that people should bless enough candles and keep them always with them before the wake of
January 2000 for there would be a total darkness all over the world . For them, only those with the lighted blessed candles
would be saved. Many believed this false prediction and acted according to the instruction. Some of the adherents of this
false news stopped working, For them it is useless to work and accumulate more things since the world is ending in the next
few months. At the end, the entire prediction turned out to be false. This short of story opens our minds to reflect on events
that inspired Saint Paul’s instruction in his second letter to the Thessalonians in today’s second reading.

In the second reading we heard that many believers in Thessalonica had stopped or refused to work. Those individuals might
have expected that Jesus was returning immediately based on their personal interpretation of certain signs. Hence, they
stopped working like many believers did a few months before the wake of the year 2000. Saint Paul advised such people to
go back to work, for the certainty of the second coming of Christ does not mean terminating of our good works. Rather it
means doing our good works and getting ready every time. Also, Jesus proclaimed today in the Gospel that many signs and
wonders will precede the second coming of Christ but they are not synonymous with the second coming of the Lord.
However, there is one thing that Jesus said we must do now. He said we must be prepared, for it will come upon us
suddenly. And when it comes, it will be as swift and clear as the flash of the lightning. Therefore, my brothers and sisters,
as we wait for the Lord, let us continue to prepare for the coming of His Kingdom by doing our good works, and enduring all
the suffering and injustice for all that this world deprives us will be given back to us when the kingdom of God comes.

Evangelio: Lucas 21:5-19

El domingo del Reino de Justicia

El préximo domingo celebramos a Nuestro Sefior Jesucristo, el Rey del Universo. No es de extrafiar que las lecturas de hoy hablen
sobre la venida del Reino de Dios. En consecuencia, no podemos hablar del rey sin pensar en su reino. Nuestro Sefior es el rey del
cielo y de la tierra. La Escritura discute los dos grandes eventos de la venida del reino de Dios. El primer evento es el nacimiento de
Cristo. Asti, Cristo vino a anunciar la venida del reino de Dios, para mostrarnos el camino hacia el reino y para abrir la puerta del
reino a todos. Lo logro a través del misterio de su nacimiento, sufrimiento, muerte y resurreccion. En consecuencia, Jesus le dijo una
vez a la multitud que estaba presionando mucho para escuchar sus buenas noticias que: "Debo proclamar las buenas nuevas del reino
de Dios a las otras ciudades también, porque es por eso que fui enviado". (Lucas 4:43)

Al contrastar el reino de Dios con el reino terrenal, el Profeta Malaquias en la primera lectura de hoy ve el reino de Dios como lo
que esta lleno de los rayos sanadores de la justicia. Malaquias profetiz6 entre el 445 a. C. y el 470 a. C. al pueblo de Dios cuando
clamaban por la justicia privada de los crueles reyes y gobernantes romanos. Esa vez los judios fueron privados de la libertad de
gobernarse a si mismos y practicar algunas de sus tradiciones en Jerusalén por la Autoridad Romana, ya que Jerusalén estaba bajo el
reino romano. Dios les envid sus palabras a través de Malaquias, animandolos a que su dia (su reino) se acercara. El dijo: "ese dia
prendera fuego" a los reyes de este reino terrenal que estan privando a su pueblo de su justicia, mientras que el sol de justicia se
levantara sobre aquellos que temen su nombre. En otras palabras, Malaquias le estaba diciendo al pueblo de Dios que buscara
justicia en el temor de Dios y su reino y no en el reino romano y sus reyes para el mundo que nunca les ofreceran perfecta libertad,
justicia y paz.

Al igual que el antiguo pueblo de Dios, anhelamos en muchos sentidos la justicia que el mundo nos priva. En un término laico,
justicia significa darle a una persona lo que se le debe. Hay muchas cosas que nos corresponden naturalmente. A menudo, el mundo
nos priva de la mayoria de esas cosas. Como pueblo de Dios, las palabras de Dios nos alientan a que todo lo que el mundo nos priva
ahora nos sea devuelto en el reino de Dios. Al igual que los israelitas y los primeros cristianos, vivimos en una expectativa constante
de la venida del reino, cuando todos nuestros derechos privados, libertad y justicia seran restaurados.

Para mostrarle como esta generacion espera ansiosamente la venida del reino, en 1999 alrededor de esta temporada, muchas
personas en todo el mundo predijeron que el 1 de enero de 2000 seria el fin de los tiempos o la segunda venida de Cristo. Algunos
de esos escatologos hechos a si mismos anunciaron que la gente deberia bendecir suficientes velas y mantenerlas siempre con ellos
antes de la estela de enero de 2000, ya que habria una oscuridad total en todo el mundo. Para ellos, solo aquellos con las velas
bendecidas encendidas se salvarian. Muchos creyeron esta falsa prediccion y actuaron de acuerdo con las instrucciones. Algunos de
los seguidores de esta falsa noticia dejaron de funcionar. Para ellos es inutil trabajar y acumular mas cosas ya que el mundo se esta
acabando en los proximos meses. Al final, toda la prediccion resulto ser falsa. Esta breve historia abre nuestras mentes para
reflexionar sobre los acontecimientos que inspiraron las instrucciones de San Pablo en su segunda carta a los Tesalonicenses en la
segunda lectura de hoy.

En la segunda lectura escuchamos que muchos creyentes en Tesalonica se habian detenido o se negaron a trabajar. Esos individuos
podrian haber esperado que Jesus regresara inmediatamente basado en su interpretacion personal de ciertos signos. Por lo tanto,
dejaron de trabajar como lo hicieron muchos creyentes unos meses antes del comienzo del afio 2000. San Pablo aconsejo a esas
personas que volvieran a trabajar, porque la certeza de la segunda venida de Cristo no significa terminar con nuestras buenas obras.
Mas bien significa hacer nuestros buenos trabajos y prepararnos cada vez. Ademas, Jesus proclamo hoy en el Evangelio que muchas
sefiales y maravillas precederan a la segunda venida de Cristo, pero no son sinonimos de la segunda venida del Sefior. Sin embargo,
hay una cosa que Jesus dijo que debemos hacer ahora. Dijo que debemos estar preparados, porque nos llegara de repente. Y cuando
llegue, sera tan rapido y claro como el relampago. Por lo tanto, mis hermanos y hermanas, mientras esperamos al Sefior, sigamos
preparandonos para la venida de Su Reino haciendo nuestras buenas obras, y soportando todo el sufrimiento y la injusticia por todo
lo que este mundo nos priva se devolvera a nosotros cuando venga el reino de Dios.

The name "Jesse Tree" comes from Isaiah 11:1: " But a shoot shall sprout from the stump of Jesse, and from his roots a bud shall
blossom." Jesse was the father of King David and Jesus comes from David’s family line.
