If you have 
ever had the wind move your ball on the putting green, you were probably asked “Did you ground the club or 
where you hovering the putter head?” because if you addressed the ball, and the wind moved it, you were 
penalized. Well, the R&A and USGA have finally agreed that we golfers don’t control the wind. With the rule 
change, you are only penalized if you caused the ball to move. For more info, watch this USGA video
