There’s a rock road near the railroad lights that goes back to the barn.  GPS address:  20500 State Hwy. 
11 E, Winnsboro, TX 75494.  This is about 2 ½  miles WEST of downtown on Hwy. 11 going towards 
Sulphur Springs.  If you want to bring cornbread, cheese, crackers or dessert, that would be fine!  
Donations are accepted; there’ll be a tip jar if you would like to help defray the cost. John Willis started 
this many years ago, and Gail Bain and Phillip Gilbreath has kept the stew going! 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Saturday, 27 October 
10:00 a.m. the parade lineup will 
start at the SAME place as the stew 
from Friday.

Model A’s will line up in the pasture. 
The rest of the parade entrants will 
line up along the shoulder on HWY 
11, back towards Sulphur Springs. If 
you have an open car, the Autumn 
Trails Queens and her court are 
always looking for rides in the 
parade! After the parade, we will park 
the Model A’s five abreast on Main 
Street/Hwy. 37 until 12:45 p.m. 
 
MINI TOUR: MAP 2 & 3.    At 12:45 p.m. Saturday 10/27/18, we will start clearing off Main Street.  You 
have two choices for the afternoon.   

(1) You can choose to remain downtown because this year, 2018, WE HAVE BROUGHT BACK 
THE CAR GAMES ON MAIN STREET! 

(2) Glen Clark will lead us on a mini tour through the countryside.   Make your way from Main Street 
to the Winnsboro City Park (900 Wheeler Drive) and Glen will start the tour. An easy route would 
be to head North on Main/Hwy 37, turn right on Pine or Locust Street, right on Walnut Street, take 
a left on Broadway/Hwy. 11, and look for the big City Park sign on the right. LINE UP ON ROAD 
JUST SOUTH OF CITY PARK. Drive THRU the park on Wheeler Drive toward Coke Rd/FM515:  
Glen will line up on the Southern part of the road on Wheeler Drive in between the Tractor Supply 
and East Texas Tire building.  (Map 3).
