Rainbows consist of light waves of differing wavelengths reflect-
ing and refracting off water droplets in the air, then dispersing at 
slightly different angles.

The covenant that God made with Noah and his family is unlike 
any other covenant or agreement ever made.

Not so with God’s covenant.  It survived the tower at Babel to be 
renewed with Abraham.  It continued despite the Israelites’ grum-
bling and disobedience and was renewed with Moses.  God re-
newed it with David and his descendants and fulfilled it in Jesus.  
Through all these generations, faithful or not, the covenant has 
kept God’s people tethered to God. 
 
 
Immediately after the Spirit descends upon Jesus when He is bap-
tized this same Spirit drives Him into the desert to be tempted by 
Satan.  Jesus withstands temptation, strengthening Him for His 
ministry, which He begins by proclaiming, “This is the time of 
fulfillment.  The kingdom of God is at hand.  Repent, and believe 
in the gospel” (Mark 1:15).  We may have heard the same words 
just a few days ago when we were signed with the ashes that were 
traced on our foreheads in the shape of that cross that Jesus ac-
cepted and asks us all to do as well.  May we be strengthened 
over these forty days so that we might carry our crosses.

WHAT LEADS ME TO SIN?  
 

It is much easier and - more enjoyable - to judge 
others rather than ourselves.  Two esteemed 
figures from scripture demonstrate this phenom-
enon.  Joshua, Moses second - in - command, 
and John, Jesus’ beloved disciples each were 
quick to point fingers at folks whom they judged 
unfit.  Moses, stop Eldad and Medad!  They did-
n’t bother to attend the orientation.  Jesus, stop 

that guy!  He’s just a copycat.  Joshua and John each had to 
be instructed that they should look for God’s grace in the re-
sults before making judgments.  Additionally, they  - and we - 
should look at our own features and judge them by what they 
lead us to do.  If they lead us to sin , not virtue, they must go. 
 

 
“Whose side are you on?” is a common refrain in relation-
ships, politics, and society.  We disagree with each other and 
then we divide ourselves by where we stand on issues, by 
whom we want to associate with, Jesus strove to bridge 
those divides.  The Church has not grown through exclusivity 
or competition.  Recall, Moses opined, “Would that the Lord 
might bestow His spirit on them all!” (Numbers 11:29).  Well, 
that’s exactly what happened.  The Holy Spirit animates and 
sanctifies all creation, bringing us into a unity that super-
sedes whatever divisions we have created.  Disagreement 
need not lead to division. 
 

 
No doubt Jesus did not want people literally cutting off their 
hands or feet, even though those were two of the examples 
that he used.  But like a malignant tumor in one part of the 
body, sometimes major surgery is required.  For most of us, 
that surgery would involve an important part of our self.  It 
may be our personality or our drive or our temperament or 
our attitudes, all of which could be healthy in others but which 
have grown malignant in us.

Have you noticed how we always tend to pigeonhole one another 
— and ourselves?  “I could never serve on the Parish Council. 
That’s for John and Mary and that whole group of people who 
have done it for years.”  “Greg takes care of faith formation in the 
parish — he always has.  He doesn’t need my help.”  “I can’t 
afford to give the big bucks like those families who sit up front 
can.  My offering wouldn’t matter even if I did increase it.” 
 
Thinking like this is a good indication that we aren’t in 
conversation with God about what His will is for our lives.  If we 
have already decided what we are and are not meant to do, we 
aren’t likely to pray over it, to discern it.  
 
We have to be open to the spirit of the Lord wherever it leads us, 
regardless of what we or others have come to expect from us.  We 
human beings come to believe that we are such good judges of 
what others can offer — or what we ourselves can offer.  But God 
has plans for us to which we aren’t privy.  God calls everyone to 
serve Him in the way that pleases Him best, and only He can 
decide what that is.  Everyday Stewardship demands a continual 
accounting of who we can be, what we can offer — even if it’s 
outside our comfort zone, even if it’s something that never 
occurred to us before. 
 
There’s only one Person who can tell us what God wants from us.
