During the last decade, society has witnessed a not-so-
gradual decline when it comes to the changing of its
moral compass. A society without a healthy moral
compass will plunge deeper and deeper into perversion
and debauchery. The apostle Paul said, “a little leaven
leaveneth the whole lump” (Gal. 5:9; 1 Cor. 5:6).
Concerning the fornication that existed in the church at
Corinth, the apostle Paul said, “Your glorying is not
good.” Arguments arise, saying, “What could possibly be
wrong with the existence of this one isolated case?”
“What happens between two consenting adults is none
of our Dbusiness,” or “Christian’s are to be
compassionate, tolerant, and otherwise passive in such
cases.” The analogy utilized by the apostle Paul identifies
that, left unchecked, the “leaven” causes a “swelling” by
fermentation, and in the text the “leaven” was
immorality.

So, what does this have to do with parents losing control
of the development of their children’s moral compass?
“The Rocklin Academy School (in Rocklin, CA) board is
facing tough questions from parents concerned over a
controversial incident involving transgender discussions
inside a kindergarten class.”

Concerning the teacher involved, she said, “I'm so proud
of my students, it was never my intent to harm any
students but to help them through a difficult situation.
The teacher defended her actions to read two children's
books about transgenderism including one titled "I am
Jazz." She says the books were given to her by a
transgender child going through a transition.” There are
so many things wrong with that last statement!
Nevertheless, “Many teachers also spoke out in support
of what transpired inside the classroom. They spoke
about the importance of teaching students about
diversity and having healthy dialogues.”
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
