Meeting Minutes

January 13, 2025
The meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioners of Skagit County Fire District #9 was called to order at 6:06 p.m. (1806) by Commissioner Hudson.  The next business meeting is scheduled for Monday, February 10, 2025 at 6:00 p.m. (1800).  The flag salute was led by Commissioner Hudson.  Present were Commissioner Hudson, Commissioner Anderson (Zoom), Commissioner Pidduck (called in), Chief Berg, BC Klinefelter and Secretary Berg. Community members Andrea Xaver, Cindy McKeon were also present along with Firefighter Phill Zimmerman.   Mike Queipo from the Nookachamps (East) was also present.
Public Comment: Mike Queipo informed the board of where the east side of Nookachamps is at with trying to annex into District 9.  The group did attend another meeting with District 4 where they submitted information to their board.  (ie: response times).  The meeting did get very heated but the residents of that area are determined to be annexed into District 9 due to the age of their population and the quicker response times they would receive from District 9.
Consent Agenda:

Commissioner Pidduck made a motion to approve the consent agenda.  Commissioner Anderson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

Old Business:  

Old Tender – District 10 paid off the tender in full in December.

Call Report – BC Klinefelter gave the call report.  We responded to 337 calls in 2024.  So far for 2025, we have responded to 4.  
New Business:  
New Chair – Commissioner Anderson elected Commissioner Hudson chair for 2025.   Commissioner Pidduck seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
Community Room Use Request – Firefighter Phill Zimmerman would like to use the community room for a community walk and potluck on June 7th.  He is creating a walking program for the firefighters to encourage them to exercise. He will have a new “challenge” for the firefighters every month until June.  Commissioner Pidduck made a motion to allow Phill Zimmerman to use the room on June 7th.  Commissioner Anderson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

DNR Contract – Chief Berg is in negotiations with the DNR for the station rental this summer.  The commissioners agreed that the amount we charged last year would be fine for this year.  

EMS Contract – The EMS office has not sent over the final contract yet.  

Banquet – The banquet will be March 1st at 5:30 p.m. at Station One.
Chief’s Report: 
· Chief Berg has put our name on the list for the California fires.  He has four firefighters that are willing to go.  We are waiting for the contract from California to be finalized.  
· Chief Berg would like to pursue getting a grant for a new skid unit.  

· Pump testing was completed and everything passed.

· The ladder truck is out of service with an electrical problem.

· Fisher Companies gave the District a $2,000 check to use the community room for a meeting.  They were impressed with all the firefighters, so they donated more than what we charge for the use of the room.

· The WSRB will be here on February 6th.

· The pinning ceremony will be February 23rd at 1:00 p.m. at Station One.

· They had a CPR in progress last Sunday.  Chief Berg arrived to the address in 4 minutes with two EMTs.  There were a total of 16 firefighters on the call.  Sadly, the person still did not make it.

· The new engine is now five months ahead of schedule.
· The radio grant was submitted to FEMA.

Assistant Chief/Battalion Chief Report: 
· We have 5 new EMTs.

· Firefighter Isaac Dugger will be helping us with red card classes this year.

· The DNR grant will be opening up soon and BC Klinefelter is going to replenish our wildland clothing.
