Closed Session Legal Matter.  Motion: Adams/Morrell - In the matter of Katharine Sweeney v. Board of 
Pilotage Commissioners, currently pending on appeal, I move that we accept Katharine Sweeney’s offer 
to settle the matter for the amount of $6.1 million dollars, pursuant to the terms identified in the parties’ 
Release and Settlement Agreement and in accordance with the Joint Statement on which the parties 
have agreed. Payment of this settlement amount is contingent upon entry of a Stipulated Judgment in 
Cause Number 11-2-36792-4SEA in the King County Superior Court and acceptance of a Joint Motion to 
Dismiss the Appeal in Cause No. 72664-1 in the Washington Court of Appeals. I further move that we 
authorize our litigation attorneys from the Attorney General’s Office to take those actions necessary on 
the Board’s behalf to implement this settlement – Carried with a vote of six in favor and Commissioner 
Stewart abstaining.

2016 Annual Tariff Hearing Preparation – Grays Harbor Pilotage District.  A letter dated August 16, 
2016, from the Port of Grays Harbor (PGH) to the Board was presented which detailed their request for 
one rule amendment to the GHPD tariff. This request was approved by the Grays Harbor Port 
Commission on August 9, 2016. Motion: Mayer/Marmol - file a CR-102 reflecting an increase to the 
Pension Charge from $463 to $528 – Carried. PMSA concurs with the PGH proposal. 
 

2016 Annual Tariff Hearing Preparation – Puget Sound Pilotage District.  In accordance with the 
draft timetable previously established for tariff document submission, Linda Styrk, Executive Director 
Puget Sound Pilots, presented their 5-year Capital Spending Plan, Expense Report ending 6/30, and 
2017 Budget Projections. PSP also requested a revision to the draft timetable for tariff document 
submission. Motion:  Kiley/Marmol - amend and finalize the timetable to call for formal tariff proposals on 
the same day and eliminate rebuttal submissions – Carried with a vote of six in favor and Commissioner 
Adams abstaining.

   Trainee Evaluation Committee: 
 The TEC met on August 16th. 
 Training Program progress was reviewed for all current trainees: Captains Henderson, Rounds, 

Hunter and Myers. 
 Captain Furst does not have medical clearance to continue training at this time. 
 Captain David Grobschmit requested that he be allowed to take earlier required refresher trips 

while transitioning from President of PSP to resuming full pilotage duties. Motion: Marmol/Kiley – 
adopt the refresher program as drafted by the TEC at the current level of 8 trips to be taken 
during Captain Grobschmit’s last 120 days in office – Carried. 

 

   Legislative/WAC Committee: Nothing new to report at this time. 
 

   Diversity Committee: Chair Tonn reported a successful outcome of the Diversity Committee’s kick-off 
meeting held August 11th at the Board office. She will update the Board’s Diversity Action Plan for 
addition to the 2015 Annual Report. 
 

Review of Pilot/Trainee Physical Examination Reports. Motion: Mayer/Morrell - accept the 
physicians’ reports for Captains E. Marmol, J.L. Carstensen, P.S. Kelly and W.J. Sliker for annual pilot 
license renewal; L.S. Vestal for initial trainee licensing; and E.C. Lichty for a fit-for-duty to return to work 
– Carried with a vote of six in favor and Commissioner Adams abstaining. Captain E.A. Furst continues 
on medical leave. Follow-up responses were received by two pilots as requested last month. 
 

Confirmation of Next Regular Meeting Dates. The next regular meeting dates are set for September 
15, 2016 and the GHPD Tariff Hearing on October 20, 2016.
