Failure to pay WILL result in 

interest charges, late fees, legal fees, as well 

as a lien being placed on your 

property.   Southwyck is unique in breaking 

the fees into two semi-annual payments to 

ease financial burdens. If you are delinquent 

in fees we encourage you to contact our 

management company, Community 

Management Solutions, Inc. at 281-480-

2563 to work out arrangements for 

payment.

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HOME OWNERSHIP 

Curb Appeal – an overworked term by the 
Real Estate folks but goes a long way in the 
neighborhood.  A few hours on a weekend 
can really change the outlook of a home and 
change the owners’ and neighbors’ outlook 
as well.  One of the big rewards is not 
getting letters from the Village HOA. 
 
Paint – a few gallons on the garage door will 
overcome years of rain and sun, the garage 
door is the highest “letter getter” of the 
outside painting.  Remember to get an ARC 
form approved if you are going to change 
the color.  Note: Purple is not an option. 
 
Doors – another high neglected area is the 
wood front door.  Usually it just needs 
cleaning.  The local painters can do a 
refinish if it is that far gone. 
 
Power washing – contrary to what you see 
when walking outside, our driveways are 
not intended to be black or dark grey.  Once 
the mold and grime is blasted off, the 
original white shows through.  Power

washers can be rented for a small fee or 
even purchased for less than $300.00.  
Twice a year is recommended.  The local 
lawn guys will do a power washing as well. 
 
Landscaping – we could write books on this 
and many have.  The home supply stores 
have a wall of “how to” books, as well as 
shows on cable.  Now is the time to get rid 
of the dead plants and bushes.  The local 
nurseries are all running sales due to the 
economy. 
 
Check writing – another big reward is to 

save $50.00 on late fees and get your semi-

annual payment mailed in.  The will save on 

some real unpleasant letters. 

Work continues on the Magnolia Phase III 
Project with completion anticipated early 
2011. The changes when complete will 
result in widening of Old Chocolate Bayou 
Road from 2 lanes to four lanes between 
Southfork and Northfork; new 4 lane 
roadway behind Emerald Pointe along with 
a new community entrance at Dryberry; and 
addition of 2 lanes on Southfork between 
Old Chocolate Bayou Road and Morgan 
Road.  
 
Late this year/early next year, the 
Association will be putting in new fence 
behind Emerald Pointe on the new Magnolia 
as well as the formal entrance at Dryberry 
and Magnolia. We will also be adding new 
irrigation along the north side of the new 
road behind Emerald Pointe and replacing 
irrigation on both sides of 89 after City 
finishes its work. 
 
On June 21st, the presented costs of up to 
$250,000 we will be incurring due to the 
construction asking for possible 
participation in costs by the City. We also 
asked for the City to work closely with the 
MUD operators of the Waste Water 
Treatment Plant to ensure it will be 
properly hidden from roadway and not be a 
community eyesore once road is open. City 
Council is considering our request.

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Summer is finally here, and it's hot!  If you 
want to keep your lawn looking good 
without breaking the bank, here are some 
tips for you: 
 

Fertilize - It's still not too late.  Put 
down a simple 3-1-2 time release 
fertilizer to green up your 
lawn.  Be careful to follow the 
proper instructions on the 
package.  You can burn your lawn 
if you use too much.  

Fungicide - Fungus can make your 
lawn turn brown in a matter of 
days.  Spread a good fungicide 
and avoid watering at night to 
help keep your lawn green.  

Weeds - Ideally put down in early 
June, it still can't hurt to spread a 
good pre-emergent like 
Barricade.  Try to avoid weed and 
feed type killers as they only 
work for short periods of time. 
Regular use can get expensive 
and is bad for the environment.  

Bugs - Don't fall victim to grub worms 
eating your grass roots.  A good 
insecticide will stop these guys 
before they start.  Even better, 
use Milky Spore to eradicate them 
for years without harming the 
environment.

Also, remember that the 
City has asked us to follow 
a voluntary watering schedule starting in 
July.  Odd numbered street addresses 
should only water on odd numbered days of 
the month and even should water on even 
numbered days.  If you have a sprinkler 
system, make sure you program this in and 
don't water unnecessarily after a big 
rainfall.  This will help conserve water and 
keep all of our water bills lower. 
 
Last tip; if mosquitoes are eating you alive, 
consider planting a natural solution, 
Citronella.  It is easy to grow in Houston and 
puts off a nice aroma that humans find 
pleasing but mosquitoes can't stand.  You 
can find out more at http://
www.gardenguides.com/69471-plant-
citronella.html.
