Since last Easter, there is no doubt that we’ve each had our share of weeping and
mourning as we’ve endured the persistent, perilous, pandemic called Covid-19. There is not
one of us who has not been impacted, in some form or fashion, by this disease. Some of us
have grieved loved ones and our country has grieved to-date over 500,000 lost to complica-
tions from this virus. Some of us have very different financial realities because of the shock
waves of turmoil sent throughout our society. Some of us have struggled with how best to
educate our children and make sure they don’t fall behind in their learning or social develop-
ment. We’ve all had to adapt to new ways of worship and “doing” church whether socially
distanced or online. There is much that has brought us tears, sadness, and lamentation over
the past year.

Yet, there have also been many moments over the past year that have brought us tre-
mendous joy. We’ve had special worship services in our parking lot, including a Christmas
Tree Lighting. We’ve discovered creative and adaptive ways to worship safely—including a
Christmas and Easter Cantata! We’ve seen new members join our family of faith. We’ve
helped launch a new ministry to our community called the Ladles of Love Kitchen. We’re
preparing to launch a new small group ministry. We’ve celebrated a decade of my ministry
as your pastor. And last, but not least, we’ve seen our Family Life Center constructed and
begun a three year MAGNIFY faith-promise campaign with incredible generosity!

All of this proves what we already knew—TIife is uncertain, adversities will come,
but our congregation is resilient and our God is always faithful! Over the past month, we
have been studying the “Farewell Discourse” of Jesus in John chapters 14-17. In these final
conversations between Jesus and his disciples we’ve discovered a mixture of both comfort
and challenge. That is exactly what we face as a church family going forward—comfort and
challenge. Our community is growing at an unprecedented rate. We now have a Family Life
Center to care for and use responsibly to minister to our church family and community. I’'m
taking a three-month Sabbatical later this year which will be a unique new experience for our
congregation.
