Your congregational council met on May 19 and had a robust conversation about how

we will make decisions in this time of COVID-19 pandemic. The council is following all
up-to-date federal, state, county and local recommendations on how to maintain our
current decline in new cases of the virus.

Your council has made the decision that we will not host worship services in our
building through September 6.

According to the phases laid out by the state and Governor Inslee’s office groups of 50
or more will not be able to meet until phase 4.
