It started in 1974 on the location
of an old strip mining site and is the nation's largest and most acclaimed festival
of food, fun and Renaissance magic with more than half a million visitors each
year. This year is the 50th Annual Texas Renaissance Festival! It takes place
over eight themed weekends from October 12th through December 1st,
including Thanksgiving Friday.

Famous Graffiti?

“Be Someone” is a popular piece of graffiti in Houston. You’ll find this iconic
artwork on the part of the Union Pacific bridge that crosses above Interstate 45
as you enter the city of Houston.
The origins of the graffiti can be traced back to the early 2010's when an
anonymous artist decided to transform the plain concrete bridge into a thought-
provoking masterpiece. 
With just two simple words, the message is powerful and universal, resonating
with people from all walks of life. It’s been widely believed that the artist’s
motivation was to inspire individuals to pursue their dreams, overcome
obstacles, and make a positive impact on the world around them.

In 2016, the person behind the art spoke anonymously with ABC13. "I get it. It's
vandalism, but it's in a different sense, too, if you just take those words and
apply it to yourself, it might mean something to you."

How has the “Be Someone” graffiti changed?

Since it was first painted in 2012, the “Be Someone” graffiti has faced its fair share of

changes having been both vandalized and repainted multiple times. Here are a few

noteworthy examples:

In 2018, it was changed to “Be Mattress Mac” for mattress salesman Jim McIngvale,

who is known for his iconic TV ads. He’s also famously known for winning $75

million after betting on the Astros!

In 2019, it was altered to say “Be Sus.” This was when the game Imposter went viral

and was being played worldwide. The term “sus” was also popularized by the game. 

During the COVID-19 pandemic, the words “Wash your hands” were painted over

the original slogan. 

The “Be Someone” sign in Houston has become a landmark and a celebrity in itself. Locals

often flock to the site just to see it and tourists even add it to their itineraries as a “must-

see”. 

Social media has certainly played a large role in the sign’s popularity, But, as Houstonians

and the thousands of others who have been inspired by the sign would say, it’s more than

just that. Over the years, the sign has gained so much popularity because of its openness

to interpretation. 

Though it's considered a tourist attraction by some, it's still graffiti. The message adorns a

railroad bridge owned by Union Pacific Railroad. Officials have discouraged the graffiti in

the past due to property damage and dangers around trains.
