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WHO CAN HELP ME RECOGNIZE THE LORD’S
VOICE?

Hearing the story of Samuel’s call, perhaps you’re marveling that
he could keep getting back to sleep after being awakened multi-
ple times during the night. That’s’ the true miracle!
But it may be good to think of “sleep” as a meta-
phor for days lived routinely, without thinking.
Every day we wake up, brush our teeth and comb
our hair, go to work or school, come home, watch
TV, go to bed. Day after day after day. Perhaps
once in a while during our drowsiness we receive a
gentle nudge: Is there more to my life? Shouldn’t I
be doing something more? The Lord’s call may not
occur during the night, but we may still be sleeping when it hap-
pens. Will it wake us up?

We each received a call in baptism to serve one another. We also
received the Holy Spirit to assist us in
this mission. Paul told the Corinthians
that “your body is a temple of the Holy
Spirit within you” (1 Corinthians 6:19).
We have within ourselves the necessary |
means to live out Christ’s mission. Our |
hands and arms and voices are empow- £
ered with the Holy Spirit to serve one

another, building up the Kingdom and glorifying God.

Each person who receives a call in today’s reading needs an inter-
mediary. Without Eli, Samuel would not have realized who was
calling. Andrew only followed Jesus because John the Baptist
identified Him as the Lamb of God. Then Simon was brought to
Jesus by Andrew. After their encounters, each one’s life is trans-
formed, for each stays with the Lord and the Lord stays with each
one.

QUESTION OF THE WEEK:

How can I discern the Lord’s call among the many voices in my
life? Is there an intermediary I can trust to recognize the Lord’s
voice?

Christ Is Anything but Ordinary

We’re about to dive headlong into week two of Ordinary Time,
and we need to admit, after the hustle and bustle of the holidays,
things are indeed looking more ... ordinary, at least in our spiritual
lives.

The transcendent highs of the Christmas season are flatlining a bit
and the vivid imagery of the Nativity scene has faded. The
solemn anticipation of the Advent season is by now a distant
memory.
