Father Sam’s Corner
16th Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: Mark 6:30-34

Shepherding with the heart of Jesus

In today’s readings God compares and contrasts good and bad shepherds. Then the people of God are referred to as
the sheep. In the first reading, Jeremiah described those who scatter the sheep as bad shepherds. Those who lead with
a peaceful, selfless, and passionate heart were described as good shepherds. Some bad leaders of the ancient people of
God-Israel were singled out as examples of bad shepherds, whereas Jesus was portrayed in these three readings as the
good shepherd. Thus, when Jeremiah said that a new leader is coming to lead with justice and wisdom, he was talking
of Jesus the king of peace and justice (Jeremiah 23:1-6). Consequently, Saint Paul in the second reading described
Jesus as the king of peace who came to bring peace to the scattered people of God (Ephesians 2:13-18). In today’s
Gospel Mark portrayed him as a compassionate shepherd who sacrificed his time and life for his sheep. Thus, when
Christ and his disciples came out from their boat “and saw the vast crowd, his heart was moved with pity for them, for
they were like sheep without a shepherd; and he began to teach them many things” (Mark 6: 30-34).

With my little experience of raising sheep when [ was growing up, sheep are very demanding. You clean their pen,
and they mess it up again in the next hour They ‘baa’ for food and water all the time; in fact it required a
compassionate and humble heart to attend to their incessant demands. Today’s gospel gave the picture of Jesus as a
shepherd with a meek and tender heart who never got tired of attending to the needs of his flocks. Thus, today, after
shepherding one group of his sheep he became tired and wanted to have some rest with his apostles at a quiet place.
However, upon getting to the place he saw another crowd and he had pity on them for they were like sheep without a
shepherd. Setting aside his own convenience he began to care for their needs (Mark 6:30-34). As the sheep (flocks)
of the Lord, Jesus knows we demand a lot from him and he is ready to attend to us if we can follow him with a humble
heart of a lamb. As the gospel pictured Jesus as a shepherd with a compassionate heart, in contrast, the first reading
describes some of the leaders of the ancient people of God as “Sand Tiger Sharks” that feed on their own. As Sand
Tiger Sharks eat their calves they’re supposed to protect because of their self-centeredness some leaders of the old
people of God fed on their people. Many of them shepherded the Lord’s sheep only for personal gain, and abandoned
them when they inconvenienced them. In the first reading, Jeremiah spelled out God’s wraths awaiting all the
shepherds who scatter his sheep, while in the second reading and the Gospel Christ was extoled for being a shepherd
with a compassionate lamb’s heart. Collectively, we are sheep of the Lord, but as church ministers, parents, teachers
and leaders of various groups in our church, community and family, we are shepherds of the people of God under our
care. The mind and spirit we apply in those areas of our leadership are challenged by this Sunday’s message. We
must shepherd with a humble and compassionate heart like Christ who serves for the convenience of the sheep.

Decimosexto Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Evangelio: Marcos 6:30-34

Pastoreando con el corazon de Jesus

En las lecturas de hoy Dios compara y contrasta a los buenos y malos pastores. Entonces al pueblo de Dios se le
llama ovejas. En la primera lectura, Jeremias describid a los que dispersan las ovejas como malos pastores.
Aquellos que lideran con un corazén pacifico, desinteresado y apasionado fueron descritos como buenos pastores.
Algunos malos lideres del antiguo pueblo de Dios-Israel fueron sefialados como ejemplos de malos pastores,
mientras que Jesus fue retratado en estas tres lecturas como el buen pastor. Asi, cuando Jeremias dijo que viene un
nuevo lider para liderar con justicia y sabiduria, estaba hablando de Jesus, el rey de la paz y la justicia (Jeremias
23:1-6). En consecuencia, San Pablo en la segunda lectura describid a Jestis como el rey de paz que vino a traer
paz al pueblo de Dios disperso (Efesios 2:13-18). En el evangelio de hoy, Marcos lo presenta como un pastor
compasivo que sacrificé su tiempo y su vida por sus ovejas. Asi, cuando Cristo y sus discipulos salieron de su
barca “y vieron la gran multitud, su corazon se compadecié de ellos, porque eran como ovejas sin pastor; y
comenzo a ensefiarles muchas cosas” (Marcos 6: 30-34).

Con mi poca experiencia en la cria de ovejas cuando era nifio, las ovejas son muy exigentes. Limpias su corral y lo
estropean nuevamente durante la siguiente hora. Piden comida y agua todo el tiempo; de hecho, se necesitaba un
corazon compasivo y humilde para atender a sus incesantes demandas. El evangelio de hoy present6 la imagen de
Jestis como un pastor de corazon manso y tierno que nunca se cansaba de atender las necesidades de sus rebaiios.
Por eso, hoy, después de pastorear a un grupo de sus ovejas, se canso y quiso descansar un poco con sus apostoles
en un lugar tranquilo. Sin embargo, al llegar al lugar vio otra multitud y tuvo compasion de ellos porque estaban
como ovejas sin pastor. Dejando a un lado su propia conveniencia comenz6 a preocuparse por sus necesidades
(Marcos 6:30-34). Como ovejas (rebafios) del Sefior, Jesus sabe que le exigimos mucho y est4 dispuesto a
atendernos si podemos seguirlo con un corazén humilde de cordero. Asi como el evangelio presenta a Jestis como
un pastor con un corazon compasivo, en contraste, la primera lectura describe a algunos de los lideres del antiguo
pueblo de Dios como “tiburones tigre de arena” que se alimentan solos. Mientras los tiburones tigre de arena se
comen a sus crias, se supone que deben protegerlos debido a su egocentrismo, algunos lideres del antiguo pueblo
de Dios se alimentaron de su pueblo. Muchos de ellos pastoreaban las ovejas del Sefior s6lo para beneficio
personal y las abandonaban cuando les causaban inconvenientes. En la primera lectura, Jeremias explico las ira de
Dios que aguardan a todos los pastores que dispersan a sus ovejas, mientras que en la segunda lectura y en el
Evangelio Cristo fue ensalzado por ser un pastor con un corazén compasivo de cordero. Colectivamente, somos
ovejas del Senor, pero como ministros de la iglesia, padres, maestros y lideres de varios grupos en nuestra iglesia,
comunidad y familia, somos pastores del pueblo de Dios bajo nuestro cuidado. La mente y el espiritu que
aplicamos en esas areas de nuestro liderazgo son desafiados por el mensaje de este domingo. Debemos pastorear
con corazdn humilde y compasivo como Cristo que sirve para conveniencia de las ovejas.
