Background for Satan Plan Against You.

Satan's temptations of Jesus in the wilderness and Eve in the Garden of Eden share similarities in their nature and purpose, but differ in the setting and outcome. Both temptations involve Satan questioning God's goodness and reliability, ultimately seeking to sway the tempted into disobeying God. However, while Eve succumbed to the temptation in a lush, abundant environment, Jesus resisted Satan's temptations in a desolate, impoverished setting. 

Our Topic is “Satan’s Plan Against You.”

1. In the background history, what was different between Jesus’ and Eve’s response to the devil’s temptation?  How did each of them conversate with The Devil? Where was Eve when God commaned Adam not to eat from the tree of knowledge of good and evil?
 Answer: Jesus resisted with the Word of God in a desolate, impoverished setting. 
 Eve succumbed to the temptation in a lush, abundant environment.
Answer: Jesus use the written Word of God by saying it is written.
Eve attempted to use the Word of God, but the Word was in accurate in her usage.  

God 16 And the Lord God commanded the man, saying, Of every tree of the garden thou mayest freely eat:  17 But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.
Eve 3 But of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God hath said, Ye shall not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die.  
Answer:  She was a rib and inside of Adam.
Special Note:  Satan appearing as a serpent.  The representation of Satan as a serpent makes the idea of Moses saving Israel by lifting up a bronze serpent all the more provocative (Numbers 21:8-9), especially when Jesus identifies Himself with that very serpent (John 3:14). This is because, in this picture, the serpent (a personification of sin and rebellion) is made of bronze (a metal associated with judgment, since it is made with fire). The lifting of a bronze serpent is the lifting up of sin judged, in the form of a cross.
In Isaiah 14 tells us Satan’s fall had to do with his desire to be equal to or greater than God, to set his will against God’s will.
2. What was unique about Satan and as we know snakes to be?  Can Satan speak or communicated this us through our thoughts? Can you tell the different between Satan and God speaking with you through your thoughts?

Answer:  He spoke and he walked, uprightly.  Like the Geicko.  He did not crawl until after the curse. 

Answer:  Yes

Answer:  Some times, it is obvious.  There are times when things are not as obvious.
Special Notes:  Demonic spirits evidently have the ability, under certain circumstances, to indwell human or animal bodies (Luke 8:33). On this occasion, Satan chose to indwell the body of a pre-curse serpent. “An immaterial spirit must be invisible; and therefore he must embody himself in some way or other before he can be seen. That Satan has power to enter into living bodies is clear, for he did so upon a very large scale with regard to men in the days of Christ.… Being compelled to have an embodiment, the master evil spirit perceived the serpent to be at that time among the most subtle of all creatures; and therefore he entered into the serpent as feeling that he would be most at home in that animal.
3. What was Satan attempting to do with Eve regarding the Word of God?  Did it work on Eve?  Did it work on Jesus?  Why did it not work on Jesus?
Answer:  If Satan could make Eve confused about what God said, or to doubt what God said, then his battle was partially won.
Answer:  Yes

Answer:  Because Jesus was the Word of God.  John 1:1 In the beginning was the Word and the Word was with God and the Word was God.

Special Note:  From the beginning, Satan has tried to undermine God’s people by undermining God’s word. He can undermine just as effectively by getting us to neglect God’s word as by getting us to doubt the Word of God.
4.  What was Eve’s first mistake?  Was Eve’s knowledge accurate about the Word of God?  What two areas was Eve’s Knowledge lacking?
Answer:  Eve’s first mistake was in even carrying on a discussion with the serpent. We are called to talk or command to the devil to do what we say, but never to have a discussion with him. We simply and strongly tell him, “The Lord rebuke you!” (Jude 1:9)
Answer:  Eve’s knowledge of what she should not do is partially correct, but what she doesn’t seem to know makes her all the more vulnerable to deception.
Answer:  Eve does not seem to know the name of this tree; she only calls it the tree in the midst of the garden, instead of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil (Genesis 2:17).
Eve misquoted God’s command to Adam. Her words, you shall not eat it and lest you die are close enough, but she added to the command and put words in God’s mouth when she said, nor shall you touch it. Of course, it was a good idea to completely avoid the temptation; no good could come from massaging the fruit you’re not supposed to eat. But it is a dangerous thing to teach the doctrines of man as if they are the commandments of God (Matthew 15:9).
5. What Demonic tool did Satan use to get Eve to sin?

Answer:  He drew Eve into a discussion with him and planted the seed of doubt about God’s word, and he exposed Eve’s incomplete understanding of God’s word. Now he moves in for the kill, with an outright contradiction of what God said.

Special Note:  Satan can only effectively work when he has established a foothold in your life. This is why we are called to never give place to the devil (Ephesians 4:27). This shows how remarkable it is that Jesus could say, “Satan has nothing in Me” (John 14:30).
6. What lie did Satan tell Eve? What did Satan want Eve to forget?
Answer:  You will not surely die 
Answer:  Satan first wanted Eve to forget all about what God said about the consequences of sin. 
Special Note:  When we know and remember the consequences of sin, we are more likely to give up the passing pleasures of sin (Hebrews 11:25).
1. In Satan’s direct challenge, he tries to get Eve to doubt the goodness of God. If God lies to her, how can He be good?

2. In Satan’s direct challenge, he tries to get Eve to doubt the badness of sin. If this fruit is something good for her, why doesn’t God want her to have it?

3. Satan wants us to see sin as something good that a bad God doesn’t want us to have. His main lie to us is “sin is not bad, and God is not good.”

4. “Satan and our flesh will present a thousand reasons to show how good it would be to disobey God’s command and fulfill our flesh.” 

7. What was Jesus’ first temptation from Satan?  What was Jesus’ second temptation from Satan?  What was Jesus’ third temptation from?  

Answer:  Satan tempted Jesus after fasting for 40 days and nights with bread.  3 And when the tempter came to him, he said, If thou be the Son of God, command that these stones be made bread. 4 But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God. 

Special Note:  1. Make them crave some sort of physical gratification to the point they become preoccupied with it. Be it sex, drugs, alcohol or food, marriage, making money.
2. Satan tempts individual with whatever physical stimulation we are too preoccupied by — be it taste, smell, sound, touch, desires such to be married or having money. These things are good within the boundaries where God meant for them to be enjoyed. But venture outside God’s intention for them, and they become an attempt to try and get our needs met outside the will of God becomes an entrapment of Satan.
3. Answer:  5 Then the devil taketh him up into the holy city, and setteth him on a pinnacle of the temple. 6 And saith unto him, If thou be the Son of God, cast thyself down: for it is written, He shall give his angels charge concerning thee: and in their hands they shall bear thee up, lest at any time thou dash thy foot against a stone.  7 Jesus said unto him, It is written again, Thou shalt not tempt the Lord thy God.     

Special Note:  1. Make individuals want to acquire things to the point they bow down to the god of materialism. Keep them distracted by making their eyes lust after the shiny things of the world.  

2. Satan flashes the newer, bigger and seemingly better things of this world in front of us, trying to lure us into thinking we must have it. “This will make me fulfilled. This will make me happy.” And then it wears out, breaks down, gets old and reveals just how temporary every material thing is.

Answer:   8 Again, the devil taketh him up into an exceeding high mountain, and sheweth him all the kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them; 9 And saith unto him, All these things will I give thee, if thou wilt fall down and worship me.  10 Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve. 

Special Note: 
  1. Make them boastful about what they have or do. Keep them distracted and obsessed with their status and significance. Choke the life out of them using the tentacles of their own pride. 

2. Likewise, Satan tempts us to try and elevate ourselves over others. We wrongly think we have to become something the world calls worthy. This creates a need within our flesh to have people notice us, commend us, revere us and stroke our pride. We then dare to boast about all we are and have. 
3. This is where we must stop and remind ourselves that we don’t have to be held hostage by Satan. We are onto him and his schemes. He has no power over us accept we give it to him.  Satan’s power is nothing compared to the freeing promises of God.
8. What did Satan tempt Eve with?  What was two similiarities between Eve and Jesus being tempted of the devil?
Answer:  Satan tempted Eve with fruit, which “was good for food” (Genesis 3:6b, NIV).
Answer:  Similarities:

· Purpose:
Both temptations aim to erode trust in God's word and authority, leading to disobedience. 

· Nature of Temptation:
Both temptations involve a questioning of God's goodness and reliability, suggesting He is holding back or restricting what is good. 

· Questioning God's Word:
Satan in both instances challenges the veracity of God's commands and promises, seeking to make the tempted question whether God is truly benevolent. 
9. Was Eve and Jesus confronted with the lust of the flesh, lust of the eyes, and pride of life? Did Eve question God’s Word?  What happens when a person gives into doubt as a result of questioning God?  What was the consequences of sin?  What was the consequence of Jesus resisting sin?
Answer:  Yes. Eve's temptation in the Garden of Eden and Jesus' temptation in the wilderness share common ground in their focus on the lust of the flesh, lust of the eyes, and pride of life.
Answer:  She questions God's word. 
Answer:  After questioning God’s Word, then gives into the temptation, believing the serpent's lies and eating the fruit.
Answer:  The Fall of Man
     Answer:  Jesus' triumph over temptation is a victory over evil and a restoration of what was lost through Adam and Eve's fall.
